Welcome to Indianapolis and our beautiful 
downtown year-round event L= turn left, R= 
turn R, RR=restrooms: One-way streets may 
require you to look on the backside of signs  
NOTE: We suggest using the 5 K map for the 
first 3 K of the trail (instructions 1 to 4 below) 
since this map shows greater detail.  
 
1. Leave parking lot and walk toward the 
Visitor Center. L just before the building onto 
the staff parking lot Continue along on the side 
of the building with amphitheater on the left. R 
on descending path  
 
2. L at “T” going toward the White River. R on 
sidewalk following the river to the pedestrian 
bridge. R at entrance to the bridge. (Do not 
cross the river). 
 
3.Circle the blue sculpture counterclockwise 
and walk toward the river. Go down steps 
toward the White River. R and follow to 
waterfalls and up the stairs.  R at the top of the 
stairs and follow in front of NCAA Hall of 
Champions.  
 
4. Stay L of the bridge and down the steps to 
the canal; L following the canal past the Medal 
of Honor memorial (Veterans program) & 
Indiana State Museum (steam clock- Rockin’ 
Around the Clock special program) (1 K) 
 

5 Continue along the west side of the canal 
past paddle boat docks and ACSM Fitness 
Garden (2 K).  Circle around pool on the north 
end of canal (3 K) and walk on its opposite 
side going back. Continue to ramp just before 
the USS Indianapolis Memorial- Veterans 
special program. (For 5 K walkers see 
separate instructions) . 
 
6. L up the ramp to Walnut Street and follow 
the Indianapolis Cultural Trail to Meridian 
Street. (4 K) Pass monuments to humanitarian 
heroes at Glick Peace Walk  
 
7 L on Meridian Street to St Clair Street. R and 
cross Meridian to American Legion Mall  
 

8. Continue on path along St Clair St. to 
Family Gold Star Memorial- Veterans 
special program. R on path on east side of 
mall passing American Legion HQ building 
and monuments to WW II and Korean War on 
the left- Veterans special program 
 

9. L onto North Street to New Jersey Street (5 
KM). Note Old National Theatre @ SW corner, 
Zion Evangelical Church @NE corner.  
 

10. R onto New Jersey Street to Michigan 
Street (Great Lakes special program) 
 
11. Cross Michigan Street and Massachusetts 
Ave. Continue on New Jersey Street to New 
York Street. Note Athenaeum on SE corner. 
RR available in Needlers Fresh Market grocery 
store  
 
12.  R onto New York Street to Alabama 
Street. Note old Indianapolis Fire HQ & House 
@ SE corner. 
 
13. L onto Alabama Street following the 
Cultural Trail to Market Street Note City-
County Courts @ SW corner. 
 
14. R onto E. Market Street (6K) to Monument 
Circle. Bear left ½ way around the circle and 
exit onto W Market Street Note the Soldiers 
Sailors Monument in the middle of the circle  
 
15. L onto W Market Street to N Capitol Street 
Cross and turn L in front of Indiana State 
House- Walking the United States Capitals 
special program 
 
16. R on next path on State House grounds 
(7K) then R on path along courtyard, fountains, 
and N. Senate Ave. Follow to W. Ohio Ave.  
 
17. L onto W. Ohio Ave to canal and 9/11 
Monument- Veterans special program. Note: 
monument honors all 3 crash sites. 
 
18. L going down the stairs to canal then R on 
canal path and go under West Street.  
 
19. R on path immediately after West Street 
going up stairs to Military Park Take diagonal 
path through park to New York Street. (8 K) 
 
20 L onto New York Street to bridge over 
White River (9 K). Pass sport complex 



(Natatorium, Carroll Track and Soccer 
Stadium)  
 
21. Just before bridge, Turn L onto path (White 
River Wapahani Trail. Follow past National 
Institute for Fitness building (10 K) to 
waterfalls  
 
22. Go down steps L keeping canal on your left 
waterfalls and follow path keeping the canal on 
your left. R at pool area and going towards the 
flagpole then R back to the Visitors Center
