Directions: Start Point:  In front of Smoke Brewing Company, 209 SE Main St (do not go inside. We just start in front 

of the restaurant) 

From I 470 East:  Take exit 7A for US 50 E toward Sedalia. Take exit toward 3rd St. Use the middle lane to take the ramp 

to the Business District. Turn left on SW 3rd St. Cross the railroad tracks and turn left on SE Main St.  

You can park on the street or in the parking lot on the right just past Smoke Brewing Company 

GPS:  38.91494, -94.47481 

Restrooms:  No restrooms at the start.  There is a Quik Trip on the left just after turning onto SW 3rd St. There is a 

restroom in Lea McKeighan Park on the 10 k 

Trail is rated 1A – city sidewalks

2. Left on SE 3rd 

3. Right on SE Douglas St (SP - Poppy’s 

Ice Cream is on the left side of street) 

4. Left on SE 4th St 

5. Left on SE Green St crossing SE 3rd S 

to SE 2nd St  

6. Right on SE 2nd St 

7. Right on SE Johnson Street  

8. Left on SE 3rd Street several blocks 

9. Left on SE Summit Ave 

10. At T intersection with SE 

Independence Ave carefully cross SE 

Independence into the Lee’s Summit 

Historical Cemetery 

11. Walk straight to the T intersection 

then turn left then right.  You will see 

a map with flyers about the historic 

graves on the right. 

12. Take next right and walk about ½ way 

down road before turning around and 

turning left at the corner.  On this 

stretch you will see Cole Younger and 

family’s graves and many local Lee’s 

Summit founding fathers like WH 

Colbern, Nicholas Langford & 

Pleasant Lea. 

13. Follow road along edge of cemetery, 

turning left then right out the exit 

14. Cross SE Independence Ave carefully 

and turn right 

 

 

15.  Stay on SE Independence Ave a few 

blocks to NE Orchard St 

16. Left on NE Orchard St 

17. Left on NE Green St 

18. Right on NE Ash St for 1 block 

19. Left on NE Douglas 

20. Cross then right on SE 2nd

1. With back to Smoke Brewing Company (209 

SE Main St), turn left on SE Main St 

2. Left on SE 3rd 

3. Right on SE Douglas St (SP - Poppy’s Ice 

Cream is on the left side of street) 

4. Right on SE 4th St a short distance to a left 

on the alley just past Dairy Queen  

5. Cross 5th and continue straight ahead on 

Miller St to SE 9th St  

6. Left on SE 9th St 

7. Left on SE Douglas St 

8. Right on SE 7th St 

9. Left on SE Green St several blocks, crossing 

SE 3rd S to SE 2nd St  

10. Right on SE 2nd St 

11. Right on SE Johnson Street  

12. Left on SE 3rd Street several blocks 

13. Left on SE Summit Ave 

14. At T intersection with SE Independence Ave 

carefully cross SE Independence into the 

Lee’s Summit Historical Cemetery 

15. Walk straight to the T intersection then turn 

left then right.  You will see a map with 

flyers about the historic graves on the right. 

16. Take next right and walk about ½ way down 

road before turning around and turning left 

at the corner.  On this stretch you will see 

Cole Younger and family’s graves and many 

local Lee’s Summit founding fathers like WH 

Colbern, Nicholas Langford & Pleasant Lea. 

17. Follow road along edge of cemetery, 

turning left then right out the exit. 

18. Cross SE Independence Ave carefully and 

turn right 

19. Stay on SE Independence Ave a few blocks 

to NE Columbus and turn right 

20. Left on NE Magellan Ave 

21. Left on E Chipman Rd 

22. Left on NE Coronado Ave 

23. Right on NE Columbus St 

24. Right on NE Independence for ½ block then 

Left on NE Columbus St 

25. Left on NE Howard St 

26. Right on NE Orchard St 

27. Right on NE Lynn St 

28. Left on NE Chipman Rd 

29. After short distance turn left into Lea 

McKeighan Park.  Bear right keeping 

fountain on your left 

30. Bear right on path keeping playground on 

your right.   

31. After passing the restrooms, turn left on 

path by the Lee’s Summit Baseball 

Association plaque. 

32. At T intersection turn left 

33. Turn right out of park onto NE Green St 

34. Right on NE Maggie and immediate left to 

continue on NE Green St 

35. Right on NE Ash St for 1 block 

36. Left on NE Douglas 

37. Cross then right on SE 2nd 

38. Left on SE Main to finish.
