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Instructions for Parks and Campus 
Corvallis Cruisers, YRE #0374 

 5/10km Walk 
 

On this walk you will enjoy the well-groomed Oregon State Campus and beautiful Avery Park with its rose 
garden and play areas.  See the moon tree grown from a seed that traveled into space and back. 
 
Walk Start Location:  Super 8 Motel, 407 NW 2nd St., Corvallis, OR  97330.   
 
GPS coordinates:  44.56737, -123.25746.   
 
Restrooms:  Available in Avery Park and in campus facilities. 
 
Driving Directions:  From N or S, take I-5 Exit 228 (Hwy34). Follow signs to Corvallis. Go straight over 
bridge turning right on 2nd St. to the motel on the right. 
 
Walk Completion and Credit:  Be sure to log back into the OSB system to finish/complete your 
online registration after doing the event.  The OSB system does not deduct any event fee from a 
participant’s Event Bank until they have submitted event completion info including the event was 
walked, the distance walked, and the selection of applicable special programs that person is 
participating in.  (Nevertheless, a fee of $2 for a downloaded PDF is deducted from the user’s 
Event Bank when the PDF is downloaded.  Later, any PDF fees are credited back to a user’s Event 
Bank when he/she submits the event completion info as a paying for credit participant.  Note, 
however, the $2 coupon for the downloaded PDF will expire in 60 days.) 
 
 "Please use either the Online Start Box (OSB) or Physical Start Box (PSB) to register and 
complete the event. Do NOT mix and match, for example, by registering using the OSB then 
completing your event using the PSB nor signing the PSB log sheet. The sponsoring club only 
receives credit for an OSB participation when an OSB registration has been completed online by 
entering your participation date, distances, and any special programs using the OSB."

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1. LEFT on 2nd. 
 
2. CROSS then RIGHT on Madison to 11th St. 

(1K at 6th St.) 
 

3. STRAIGHT through left gateway to tree-lined 
path crossing McNary Field. 

 
4. LEFT on 14th St to corner. 

 
5K turns RIGHT on Jefferson Way to 26th 
Ave passing gymnastic center, library, and 
Memorial Union with bowling alley in 
basement.  Continue at #19. 
 
10K continues below at #5. 

 
5. CROSS Jefferson Way and go STRAIGHT on 

15th. (2K before Washington.)  CROSS 
Philomath Blvd (US20/OR34) into Avery Park. 

 
6. LEFT on Avery Park Drive going past Nature 

Center. (3K at historic Applegate Trail 
information center.) 

 
7. RIGHT on Avery Park Lane (no sign) passing 

Lions’ Picnic Shelter, playground (4K) to 
Rose Garden. 

 
8. LEFT on road crossing bridge over Mary’s 

River. 
 

9. LEFT on multi-use path before highway to 
Brooklane/26th St. (5K) 

 
10. RIGHT on 26th crossing Philomath Blvd Reser 

Stadium. 
 

11. LEFT on Ralph Miller Lane. (6K at Football 
practice field.) 

12. RIGHT on 30th Veterinarian school, crossing 
railroad.  ANGLE LEFT to pass Moon Tree 
on left before Jefferson Way. 

13. RIGHT on Jefferson Way. 
 

14. RIGHT on Hawley Hall. 
 

15. LEFT at next intersection to 26th St. (7K) 
 

16. CROSS 26th to Dixon Recreation Center with 
swimming pool. (Extra Feature = Beaver 
Bookstore with restroom is 1 block to your 
right.) 

 
17. LEFT on path with lampposts, angling to 

RIGHT, CROSSING Jefferson Way. 
(Mayflower Native American Building.  Check 
map if confused.) 

 
18. LEFT on Jefferson Way passing the Memorial 

Union with bowling alley in basement. 
 
5K REJOINS here. 

 
19. RIGHT on 26th St Monroe passing the MU 

Quad on your right. (Gilfillan Auditorium on 
left, Co-ed Cottage Memorial Garden on 
right.) 

 
20. RIGHT on Monroe.  (8K at 16th.) 

 
21. LEFT on 4th passing Benton County 

Courthouse with clock tower and fire station 
on the left. 

 
22. CROSS and RIGHT on Harrison. 

 
23. LEFT on 2nd to return to Start. 

 
Thanks for doing our walk! We have 3 other 
walks that start at the Super 8 Motel.  One is a 
seasonal hike at Peavy Arboretum from Apr 1 to 
Nov 30, one a wetland walk at Starker Arts Park, 
and a Historic Corvallis walk.
