After crossing the Missouri River, keep left and merge onto US-50 East/US-63 South for approx. 0.5 mile to
Broadway. Turn right on Broadway, then an immediate right on W. Miller St. to Baymont Hotel.
Directions from I-44: At Rolla, take 1-44 Exit 186 to US-63 North approx. 62 miles to Jefferson City. Turn left

on Broadway, then an immediate right on W. Miller St. to Baymont Hotel.
