DRIVING TO WALK START: Athletic Club of Bend, 61615 Athletic Club Dr, Bend, Oregon 97702 
Take exit 138 from US-97 to toward Downtown/Mt Bachelor. Continue on NW Colorado Ave through two traffic circles. At 
third circle, take the 3rd exit onto SW Reed Market Rd. RIGHT onto Athletic Club Dr. Parking in athletic club lot. 
 
RESTROOMS: During this unusual time, it’s difficult to bank on restrooms being available. We recommend stopping at a 
grocery before starting the walk. Restrooms may be open in the parks.

1. Facing away from the Athletic Club of Bend, straight 

through the parking lot to Reed Market Road. 
 
2. èDown Reed Market Road to crosswalk. 
 
3. ✖Left and proceed downhill, through the 

roundabout using next crosswalk. 
 
4. ç Just before the bridge onto the Deschutes River 

Trail. 
 
5. CONTINUE on the trail for about 1.5 km. It will 

change from a hiking trail to a dirt road, to a brick 
path through a park, and to a paved trail that passes 
over a pedestrian bridge to the Old Mill District 
shopping area. 

 
6. 5 km walkers CROSS this bridge and turn è onto 

paved path. Skip to instruction #25.  
 
7. 10 km walkers CONTINUE straight ahead without 

crossing the bridge. 
 
8. At the Les Schwab Amphitheater, follow the path 

counterclockwise around the amphitheater. è on 
Shevlin Hixon Dr. CONTINUE è to go through the 
underpass. NOTE: If the gates are closed, circle the 
amphitheater clockwise, past Will Call, to Shevlin 
Hixon Dr. and CONTINUE è to go through the 
underpass.  

 
9. PASS the restrooms to enter into a stone plaza and 

then the cement pathway that leads across the 
pedestrian bridge over Whitewater Park. This state-
of-the-art park features a floater's channel, a nature 
habitat channel, and a whitewater channel with 
waves created by electronically controlled 
pneumatic bladders. 

 

10. At the end of the bridge, ç on the Mill A Loop Trail, 
staying ç until out of the private property area. 

 
11. ç on trail toward and through Miller’s Landing Park, 

staying on the river side, to Riverfront St. (unsigned) 
 
12. FOLLOW Riverfront St to Tumalo Ave. 
 
13. è on Tumalo Ave to State St. 
 
14. ç onto State St. 
 
15. è onto Idaho Ave. 
 
16. CONTINUE on Idaho Ave, through the narrow 

“alley,” across Broadway St., to Wall St. 
 
17. ç on Wall St. to Franklin Ave. 
 
18. è on Franklin Ave to Bond St.  
 
19. è on Bond St. almost 1KM to Industrial Way.  
 
20. ç to crosswalk to ✖ Industrial Way. ç on 

Industrial Way until Industrial Way again intersects 
with Bond St (at bus stop that resembles a red 
covered bridge.) 

 
21. CONTINUE on Bond St to Powerhouse Rd. 
 
22. è on Powerhouse Rd, on the sidewalk on the Left, 

through the center of the Old Mill District shopping 
area. 

 
23. è into plaza after Anthony’s Homeport to the 

pedestrian bridge. (Restrooms on the Left.) 
 
24. ç onto the paved path running beside the river.  
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25. Keep the river on the right and walk on the path to 

and through Farewell Bend Park. (restrooms.) 
 
26. Before passing under the vehicle bridge, EXIT the 

park and ✖ Reed Market Rd. 
 
27. è on Reed Market Rd. to cross the river. 

CONTINUE up hill. 

 
28. ç at the roundabout to Mt Bachelor Dr. 
✖ Mt Bachelor Dr. 

 
29. è onto Athletic Club Rd and back to the 

Start/Finish.

"Be sure to log back into the OSB system (my.ava.org) to finish/complete your online registration after doing the 
walk. The OSB system does not deduct any walking fee from a walker's event bank until they have submitted 
walk completion info including the date the event was walked, the distance walked, and the selection of 
applicable special programs in which the walker is participating. (Nevertheless, a fee of $2 for a downloaded pdf 
is deducted from the user's Event Bank when the pdf is downloaded. Later, any pdf fees are credited back to a 
walker's Event Bank when he/she submits the walk completion info as a paying-for-credit walker). The $2 
"coupon" for the downloaded pdf expires in 60 days."
