Restrooms: Restrooms Game Farm Park and other parks along the route. 
Driving Directions: From I-5, NORTHBOUND LEFT, SOUTHBOUND RIGHT Exit #142A  (WA 18E/Auburn)  Take 

Enumclaw/WA 164 exit.  LEFT on Auburn Way So.  to base off hill at Howard Rd .  Angle to Howard Rd.,  RIGHT on R St 

SE, past light at 29 St SE. Park entrance on left.  Go to end of parking lot.  Walk starts at park entrance by restrooms.

WALK COMPLETION AND CREDIT: Be sure to log back into the OSB system to finish/complete your online registration after doing the event. The 

OSB system does not deduct any event fee from a participants Event Bank until they have submitted event completion info including the date the 

event was walked, the distance walked, and the selection of applicable special programs that person is participating in. Nevertheless, a fee of $2 for 

a downloaded PDF is deducted from the users Event Bank when the PDF is downloaded. Later, any PDF fees are credited back to a user Event Bank 

when he/she submits the event completion info as a paying for credit participant. Note, however, the $2 coupon for the downloaded PDF will 

expire in 60 days.

Start/Finish: Game Farm Park

1 Facing Game Farm Park, RIGHT on sidewalk. 
2 CONTINUE on sidewalk, soccer & baseball 

fields on left to the main entrance of the park. 
3 LEFT on paved trail at flagpole & Game Farm 

Park Dedication plague. 
4 Passing restrooms and kiosk on right, LEFT 

after kiosk and RIGHT at “Y” past baseball back 
stop #4 on right. 

5 RIGHT at “T”, continue on main trail (past “O” 
sculpture on left). 

6 RIGHT on trail to opening entering  the 
neighborhood onto “V” St. SE. 

7 LEFT at 2nd sign, 36th St. SE to opening into 
park. 

8 REENTER park. 
9 RIGHT on 1st trail (garbage can). 
10 LEFT onto “bumpy” concrete sidewalk or dirt 

path beside sidewalk. Continue straight. 
11 VEER RIGHT and CROSS pedestrian bridge. 
12 LEFT onto main trail. Keep the White River on 

your left. You are entering a Disc Golf Course 
area, watch for flying discs.   

13 Follow trail along river to the gate, circle right 
back to main trail retracing your steps (passing 
the pedestrian bridge) to a “T” 
intersection/white restroom post. 

14 LEFT up incline passing picnic shelter on left 
circling toward seasonal restroom at top of 
small hill. 

15 RIGHT passing in front of restroom. 
16 CROSS and LEFT along the parking lot. 
17 Watch for speed bump/5 mph sign & hitching 

post on right.  Just past speed bump is green 
‘unload horses’ sign. 

18 RIGHT TURN just before sign, through opening 
in vegetation, down the trail. 

19 LEFT TURN at Caution sign (now back on White 
River Trail, river on right.)  

20 CONTINUE to street bridge. 
 

21 If doing 6k only, DO U-TURN at street bridge 
retracing your steps back to the pedestrian 
bridge.  Skip to direction #28. 

 
22 If doing 10K, WALK under street bridge, 

continue on White River Trail passing off-leash 
dog park on left, artwork on right, a parking lot 
on left. 

23 Stay on the main trail through Roegner Park 
(Seasonal restrooms on left).   

24 CONTINUE past restrooms, picnic shelter and 
play area.  Make a loop returning past 
restrooms again. 

25 At the end of off-leash dog area, RIGHT at “Y” 
(picnic table on left) taking trail uphill through 
woods. The trail will reconnect with the main 
White River Trail.  

26 STRAIGHT onto main White River Trail. 
27 CONTINUE under street bridge, keeping river 

on your left to pedestrian bridge. 
28 LEFT over pedestrian bridge. 
29 LEFT on main trail. 
30 RIGHT on 1st asphalt trail to picnic shelter and 

restrooms. 
31 RIGHT at restrooms and back to your car.
