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E Greenbelt Trail 
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1. Park in Super 8’s back parking lot, then walk diagonally 

past the carousel building & ice cream parlor, toward 

the red & white striped pole by the road.   

2. Cross the street to the start of the walking trail (A). 

Walk with the creek on your left to Lobban St. (B)  

3. Follow the rust-colored sidewalk L down Lobban, turn R 

on Fetterman. (Murals in Crazy Woman Square)  

4. Cross Main St and continue on colored sidewalk and 

gravel path to George Washington Park. Jog left and 

enter the park, following the park trail with restrooms 

on the right.  

5. Veer left up the hill toward the log cabin to glimpse the 

largest outdoor pool in WY (free admission). Pass be-

hind the log building  and follow the trail to the T.  

6. Veer right at the T then cross the metal bridge, going 

toward the steam locomotive.  

7. At Klondike, jog left on the asphalt path and cross Klon-

dike just before you reach the bridge over Clear Creek. 

Straight ahead, enter the Greenbelt Trail.  

8. At the .03 mile marker, take a hard right, turning away 

from the creek & walk past the yellow Senior Apts. to 

Fetterman.  

9. Turn right on Fetterman and walk on the street shoul-

der past the Senior Center, the outdoor track, & YMCA.   

10. Turn left at Burritt.  

11. Cross Burritt at Fort Street and then continue east 

down Fort to Main St.   

12. Cross and turn left on Main walking down to the Big 

Horn Motel.

1. Park in Super 8’s back parking lot, then walk diago-

nally past the carousel building & ice cream parlor, 

toward the red & white striped pole by the road 

2. Cross the street to the start of the walking trail (A). 

Walk with the creek on your left to Lobban St. (B)  

3. Follow the rust-colored sidewalk L down Lobban, turn R 

on Fetterman. Note murals flanking Crazy Woman 

Square.  

4. Cross Main St .and continue on colored sidewalk and 

gravel path to George Washington Park. Jog left and 

enter the park, following the park trail with restrooms 

on the right.  

5. Veer left up the hill toward the log cabin to glimpse the 

largest outdoor pool in WY with its water spray park 

(free admission). Pass behind the log amphitheater and 

follow the trail to where it Ts.  

6. Veer  R at the T then cross the metal bridge, going to-

ward the steam locomotive.  

7. At Klondike, jog left on the asphalt path and cross Klon-

dike just before you reach the bridge over Clear Creek. 

Straight ahead, enter the Greenbelt Trail.  

8. Walk the trail through two Veteran’s Pasture pedestrian 

gates to the Fort McKinney Veterans’ Home and, once 

there, continue on the cement sidewalk, left of the 

road, to the Highway 16 bike path. (Restrooms at the
