Driving directions to Start Point in Forest Park at the Dennis & Judith Jones Visitor & Education Center,
5595 Grand Drive, St. Louis, MO 63112 (GPS 38.644047,-90.283439): From I-64 (East or West) Exit 36A go
North on Kingshighway Blvd. approx. 0.9 mile to Lindell Blvd. LEFT on Lindell approx. 1.1 mile to DeBaliviere
Blvd. LEFT on DeBaliviere, passing Missouri History Museum. Bear RIGHT behind the museum, then LEFT on
Grand Drive to Visitor Center parking lot on your right. Rest rooms at Visitor Center and on the trail.

NOTE: You may use EITHER the Online Start Box (OSB) OR the Physical Start Box (PSB) to register and complete this YRE
walk. However, DO NOT mix and match, for example, by registering using the OSB then completing your event using the PSB
and/or signing the PSB log sheet. The sponsoring club only receives credit for an OSB participation when an OSB registration
has been completed online by going to the “Finish Table” and entering your participation date, distance, and any special
programs using the OSB.
