Facing Red Rock Resort turn LEFT to
Pavillion Center Drive.

CROSS Pavillion Center Drive to Griffth
Peak Drive. Walk on right side of Griffith
Peak Drive only.

CONTINUE through roundabout and another
street to Town Center Drive.

6 KM North Walkers: continue with Step 34.

5KM South Walkers: CROSS and turn
RIGHT on Town Center Drive

CONTINUE on Town Center Drive (on left
sidewalk) to Park Centre Drive.

CROSS and turn LEFT on Park Centre Drive
with Community Park on your right

Follow Park sidewalk as it veers right, always
keeping parking lot on left and fields on right.

Pass the small children’s playground (on your
left) and turn RIGHT.

LEFT over the bridge and walk to the STOP
sign.
RIGHT to Town Center Drive.

LEFT on Town Center Drive to La Madre
Mountain Drive.

Turn RIGHT onto La Madre Mountain Drive
and walk uphill.

CROSS Pavillion Center Drive and stay on right
side of La Madre Mountain Drive.

Just past Park Centre Drive, turn RIGHT on
sidewalk keeping “Dillard’s” on left.

At end of parking lot, turn RIGHT then
LEFT, walking to “Crazy Pita”.

Turn LEFT then immediately RIGHT onto
Park Centre Drive (no sign).

At Covered Courtyard, turn LEFT crossing to
the other side of the plaza.

At the street, CROSS and turn RIGHT to
Marketwalk Place.

CROSS Marketwalk Place.

Shortly after the Apple store, public restrooms
entrance on left. Note that the hallway to
restrooms has a pictorial timeline of
Summerlin and Howard Hughes.

Continue to and CROSS Rosemary Park
Drive and turn LEFT.

At Summa Drive turn SHARP RIGHT on
diagonal sidewalk of the Downtown
Summerlin Lawn.

Continue along sidewalk toward the
breezeway (covered area between stores).

Turn RIGHT and into breezeway and
continue to opposite end, crossing Festival
Plaza Drive.

At the open plaza veer RIGHT to cross
footbridge over pond.

Turn LEFT and cross second footbridge
toward California Pizza Kitchen.

Turn RIGHT then LEFT on sidewalk keeping
California Pizza Kitchen on left.
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29. CROSS Oval Park Drive (no sign) at
crosswalk and turn RIGHT.

30. FOLLOW sidewalk as it curves left at
Pavillion Center Drive. Las Vegas Ballpark,
home of Aviators minor league, across street.

31. Cross Summerlin Center Drive and continue
straight. City National Arena, NHL Vegas
Golden Knights’ training facility across street.

32. Pass roundabout on right and cross entrance
road to Red Rock Lobby Registration

33. At next street, turn LEFT into Red Rock
Casino parking lot and SKM finish.

34. 6KM North Walkers: Turn LEFT on Town
Center Drive, staying on left sidewalk.

35. Carefully CROSS Charleston Blvd with walk
signals and CONTINUE to Park Run Drive.

36. CROSS and turn LEFT on Park Run Drive.

37. Turn RIGHT on Canyon Bluff Court and
follow sidewalk to Desert Park.

CAUTION: Do not enter Cottonwood Canyon
during or after rain when flood water may be
present. This is an active flood wash. Bypass
Cottonwood Canyon by continuing on Park Run
drive and turning right on Pavillion Center Drive.

38. Continue through park to trail leading down to
Cottonwood Canyon, walking down steps or
using switchback path to small roundabout.

39. CONTINUE on path, ignoring bridge on
right.

40. FOLLOW Cottonwood Canyon trail ignoring
all lefts and rights.

41. Just before next overhead bridge (Pavillion
Center Drive), Veer RIGHT up hill to exit.

42. Turn RIGHT on Pavillion Center Drive.

43. CONTINUE to Greenmoor Lane after
crossing Alta Drive.

44. CROSS Pavilion Center Drive with walk
signal and turn RIGHT.

45. CONTINUE past Veterans Memorial Leisure
Service Center on left. Restrooms may be
available, if open. CLOSED on Sunday.

46. Turn LEFT on sidewalk after building.
Caution: CONSTRUCTION DETOUR 47-50

47. Take first left to playground and circle right
on sidewalk.

48. On other side of playground cross grass up to
and through Service Center picnic tables.

49. Turn right down incline to sidewalk with
construction fence on right.

50. Go LEFT and THEN RIGHT through
parking lot following the construction fence
on your right until you reach the sidewalk at
the Pavillion Center Pool

51. Turn LEFT and continue on sidewalk
adjacent to parking lot.

52. At next right, veer RIGHT to walk into and
through the Xeriscape Demonstration Garden.

53. At end of garden, turn LEFT to Pavillion
Center Drive.

54. Turn RIGHT on Pavillion Center Drive.
55. CONTINUE to Charleston Blvd.

56. Carefully CROSS Charleston Blvd with walk
signal.

57. Return to Red Rock Resort parking lot and
6KM finish.
