BOOKER, TEXAS 
 

 
Booker was founded as LaKemp, Oklahoma in 1909. In 1919, the Panhandle 
and Santa Fe Railway extended a line to Spearman, Texas and the entire 

town moved 7 miles south into Texas to be near the rail service. Booker is 
the northern-most community in Texas and claims to have 9 “highway exits”. 
 

Both walks start at Memorial Park on Main Street and pass several churches 
and an old Santa Fe RR caboose that welcomes visitors to town. The 10 km 

walk also passes Booker High School, the Community Library and U.S. Post 
Office. Both walks are rated 1A, but are not suitable for wheelchairs or 
strollers.

Start Point Address and Driving Directions: 

 
The Start Point is across the street from the Volunteer Fire Department, which is located at 
214 S. Main Street, Booker, TX. 79005. From TX-15/Industrial Blvd. in Booker, turn south 

on Main St. for 2 ¼ blocks and park.

There is an Allsup’s Convenience Store and gas station at 18 E. Industrial Ave., 1 block 

from Main Street or 3 blocks from the start point.

The Start Point is at the Memorial Park, across the street from the Volunteer Fire Department, which is located at 
214 S. Main Street, Booker, TX 79005. From TX-15/Industrial Blvd. in Booker, turn south on Main Street for 2 ¼ 
blocks and park on the east side of the street. 

 
 

10 km Walk Instructions: 
 

1. Facing the Memorial Park, turn RIGHT on Main St. 
for ½ block to 3rd Avenue. 

2. CROSS Main to the RIGHT and TURN RIGHT, 

returning up Main for 2 blocks to 1st Avenue. 

3. RIGHT on SE 1st Ave. for 4 blocks to Denton Street. 

4. RIGHT on Denton for 1 block to SE 2nd Avenue. 

5. LEFT on SE 2nd for 1 block to S. Eastern Street. (1 km) 

6. RIGHT on S. Eastern for 4 blocks to E. Mitchell Road. 

7. RIGHT on E. Mitchell for 7 blocks to S. Dahlia Street. 

8. RIGHT on Dahlia for 1 block to SW 5th Avenue. 

9. RIGHT on SW 5th for 8 blocks to S. Denton Street. 

10. LEFT on S. Denton for 1 block to SE 4th Avenue. 

11. LEFT on SE 4th for 8 blocks to S. Dahlia Street. 

12. RIGHT on S. Dahlia for 1 block to SW 3rd Avenue. 

13. RIGHT on SW 3rd for 7 blocks to Crockett St. 

14. LEFT on Crockett for 1 block to SE 2nd Avenue. 

15. LEFT on SE 2nd for 6 blocks to S. Canna Avenue. 

16. RIGHT on S. Canna for 1 block to SW 1st Avenue. 

17. RIGHT on SW 1st for 4 blocks to S. Main Street. 

18. LEFT on Main for 2 blocks to W. Santa Fe Lane. 

19. LEFT on Santa Fe for 1 block to Robertson Rd. (no 

sign). 

20. RIGHT on Robertson for 1 block to N. 2nd Street. 

21. LEFT on N. 2nd for 1 short block to N. Azalea Street. 

22. RIGHT on N. Azalea for 2 blocks to NW 4th Avenue. 

23. RIGHT on NW 4th for 2 blocks to Main Street. (8 km) 

24. LEFT on Main for 1 block to Smith Boulevard. 

25. RIGHT on Smith for 2 blocks to Pioneer Drive. 

26. RIGHT on Pioneer for 2 blocks to Norwood Drive. 

27. RIGHT on Norwood for 2 blocks to Main Street. 

28. LEFT on Main for 5 blocks to FINISH. 

 

5 km Walk Instructions: 
 

1. Facing the Memorial Park, turn RIGHT on Main 

Street for ½ block to 3rd Avenue. 

2. CROSS Main to the RIGHT and TURN RIGHT, 

returning up Main for 2 blocks to 1st Avenue. 

3. RIGHT on SE 1st Ave. for 4 blocks to Denton Street. 

4. RIGHT on Denton for 1 block to SE 2nd Avenue. 

5. LEFT on SE 2nd for 1 block to S. Eastern Street. (1 km) 

6. RIGHT on Eastern for 2 blocks to SE 4th Avenue. 

7. RIGHT on SE 4th for 7 blocks to S. Bluebonnet St. 

8. RIGHT on Bluebonnet for 1 block to SW 3rd Avenue. 

9. RIGHT on SW 3rd for 1 block to S. Azalea Street. 
10. LEFT on S. Azalea for 3 blocks Industrial Blvd. 
11. RIGHT on Industrial for 1 block to Main Street. 
12. LEFT on Main for 1 block W. Santa Fe Lane       (3 km) 
13. LEFT on W. Santa Fe for 1 block to Robertson Ave. 
14. RIGHT on Robertson for 1 block to N. 2nd Street. 
15. LEFT on N. 2nd for 1 block to N. Azalea Street. 
16. RIGHT on N. Azalea for 2 blocks to NW 4th Avenue. 
17. RIGHT on NW 4th Ave. for 2 blocks to Main Street. 
18. LEFT on Main for 1 block to Smith Blvd. 
19. RIGHT on Smith for 2 blocks to Pioneer Drive. 
20. RIGHT on Pioneer for 2 blocks to Norwood Drive. 
21. RIGHT on Norwood for 2 blocks to Main Street. 
22. LEFT on Main for 5 blocks to FINISH.
