Start/Finish: Wapsi-Great Western Line Trail 
Trailhead Welcome Center 

110 East Main Street (US Hwy9) 
Riceville, IA 50466 

 
DRIVING DIRECTIONS:  A few miles north of Waterloo on Hwy 9.  Take Hwy 63 north out of Waterloo.  
Turn left onto Hwy 9.  The Welcome Center is on the right in the middle of town.   
Or East of I35 on Hwy 9 approximately 50 miles. 
 
RESTROOMS:  At Welcome Center when open 641-220-2685.  Unsure of hours because of COVID 
                          Casey’s and Mini Mart in town for public restrooms. 
 
PARKING:  There is a sign at the Welcome Center telling participates where to park--a small parking lot a 
block away or street parking. 
 
SPECIAL PROGRAMS:  We cross two counties, but not enough for “Border Crossings” special program. 
We do qualify for “Walking the USA A-Z” special program. Iowa Counties Program. 
 

1. Left onto Wapsi Great Western Line 

Trail (WGWT) 

2. Follow through Memorial Lane  

3. Right at T-intersection passing a gazebo 

and prairie restoration as you curve left 

Walk into the gazebo and prairie it is 

part of the walk 

4. Right Carefully cross T62; trail continues 

right in about 10 feet 

5. Right staying on trail and passing a 

butterfly garden—stop in and enjoy 

Walk into garden it is part of the walk 

6. Continue along blacktop trail.  Carefully 

cross entrance road of Lake Hendrick’s 

Walk into the lake it is part of the walk 

7. Left to continue along blacktop trail.  

Stay left at 95th Street  

8. Cross gravel road and carefully cross 

Addison Avenue; continue along trail 

 

DECISION TIME:   

5Kers turn Left and return through 

Memorial Lane back to start/finish  

 10Kers turn right on WGWT for 1.5 

miles   

9. Turn around at gravel road blue address 

sign #3327 also an X crossing 13/14 and 

a bench KC 412 

10. Staying right at 95 Street 

11. Right at next trail intersection and 

return through Memory Lane and back 

to start/finish

submits the event completion info as a paying for credit participant. Note, however, the $2 coupon for 

the downloaded PDF will expire in 60 days. 
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
