Aspermont, once known as “Sunflower Flat”, is located 59 miles north of 
Abilene. It was incorporated in 1909 and is the county seat of Stonewall 

County. The name Aspermont means “Rough Mountain”. The area is known for 

oil, ranching, and hunting.
