10 km and 5 km Walks 
CENTERVILLE, TEXAS 

 
 

Centerville, population about 900, is located near the geographic center of Leon 

County and half way between Dallas and Houston. Leon County is known as the 
“Deerest Place in Texas.” You’ll spot colorful deer statuary around town. Legendary 

bluesman Lightnin’ Hopkins was born in Centerville in 1912. Fort Boggy State Park 

is 5 miles south of town. 
 

Both routes are rated 1A and pass schools, churches, and city cemetery along city 

streets and roads, most without sidewalks. 
 
 

Walk Completion and Credit: 

 
When you finish your walk(s), be sure to log back in to the OSB System and enter your 

participation date, distances, and Special Programs (if applicable). 
 
 

Start Point Address and Driving Directions: 

 
Leon County Courthouse, 141 E. St Mary’s St. (TX-7) in Centerville. From I-45, take TX-7 east 

to the courthouse on the left. There is free, street and off-street parking around the 

courthouse. 
 

  

Restrooms and Parking: 
 

Restrooms are available at the Courthouse during the week and about 3 km into the walk at 

Woody’s Smokehouse & Convenience Store, located at the intersection of I-45 and TX-7.

The walk starts at the Leon County Courthouse and Museum at 141 E St Mary’s St (TX-7) in Centerville. From I-45, take 
TX-7 / St. Mary’s Street east to the courthouse on the left. 

 

10 KM INSTRUCTIONS 
 

1. Facing the Courthouse, LEFT on St Mary’s St. for ½ 
block to Commerce St. 
 

2. RIGHT on Commerce 1 block to Main St. (Note the 

Veterans’ Memorial at the corner). 
 

3. RIGHT on Main 2 blocks to Rusk St. 
 

4. LEFT on Rusk 1 block to Beaver St.  
 

5. LEFT on Beaver 1 block to Cass St. (no street sign). 
 

6. CROSS and RIGHT on Cass 1 block to E. Carrington 
(no street sign). 
 

7. LEFT on E Carrington 1 block to N. Commerce (no 

street sign). 
 

8. LEFT Commerce 1 block to W. Carrington (on the right). 
 

9. CAREFULLY CROSS Commerce to the RIGHT onto W. 
Carrington and continue on W. Carrington to the 
entrance to the Centerville Cemetery. 

 

10. RIGHT into the cemetery and follow the road around 
the cemetery exiting back on W. Carrington. 
 

11. LEFT a short distance to the first cemetery entrance, 
then RIGHT on Polk for 3 blocks to St. Mary’s St. 
(restrooms between playground and building, ½ block 

before St. Mary’s St.). 
 

12. RIGHT on St Mary’s (staying on the right side of the 

highway) to Woody’s Smokehouse (restrooms and so 

much more – busy gas station and store). 
 

13. RETURN to St. Mary’s and LEFT, back toward town, 1 
short block till you’re across from Old Bryan Rd. 
(realty business on corner). 
 

14. CAREFULLY CROSS St. Mary’s RIGHT onto Old Bryan 
Rd. and CONTINUE on Old Bryan Road for 1 block to 
Church St. (on left) and Winter Dr. (on right). 
 

15. RIGHT on Winter for 1 block to Summer Rd. 
 

16. LEFT on Summer for 1 block to Spring St. 
 

17. LEFT on Spring St. to Old Bryan Rd. 
 

18. RIGHT on Old Bryan for 1 block to Marshall St.  
 

19. RIGHT on Marshall St. and follow it as it loops back 
around to Old Bryan Rd. 

 

20. LEFT on Old Bryan 2 blocks to Church & Winter. 

 

21. RIGHT on Church about 3 blocks to the road just 
before the Centerville Elementary School. 

 

22. RIGHT on the road and follow it straight toward the 
bus barn, passing the school on your left. 

 

23. CONTINUE around behind the school, pass the big 
pine trees, and go downhill to Commerce St. (no 

street sign). 
 

24. RIGHT on Commerce for 1 block to Smith Rd. (on the 

right). 
 

25. RIGHT on Smith for 1 block to Lagrone Rd. (first street 

on your left, no street sign). 
 

26. LEFT on Lagrone for 2 blocks, passing a baseball field 
on the right, to Rodeo Rd. (no street sign). 

 

27. LEFT on Rodeo for 1 block to Commerce. 
 

28. Staying on the left side of the highway, LEFT on 
Commerce several blocks to Ward Ave. (on the right, 

before reaching the schools). 
 

29. CAREFULLY cross the highway RIGHT and continue 
on Ward for 2 blocks to Cass St. 

 

30. CROSS and RIGHT on Cass for 2 blocks to Teakwood 
Ln. (on the left). 

 

31. LEFT on Teakwood for 1 block, passing the 
Centerville Healthcare Center, to C’ Villa Circle. 

 

32. LEFT on C’ Villa Circle, pass Idlewide Ln., and continue 
on C’ Villa as it curves around back to Idlewide. 

 

33. RIGHT on Idlewide for 1 block to Cass St. (no street sign). 
 

34. CROSS and RIGHT on Cass about ½ km to Church St. 
 

35. LEFT on Church for 2 blocks to Polk St. 
 

36. RIGHT on Polk for 1 block to Jefferson St. 
 

37. RIGHT on Jefferson for 3 blocks to S. Rusk St. (no 

street sign).  
 

38. LEFT on Rusk for 2 blocks to Main St. 
 

39. LEFT on Main for 1 block to N. Cass St. 
 

40. LEFT on Cass for 1 block to St. Mary’s St. 
 

41. RIGHT on St. Mary’s to FINISH at the Courthouse. 
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These walk directions and maps may only

5 KM INSTRUCTIONS 
 

1. Facing the Courthouse, LEFT on St Mary’s St. for ½ 
block to Commerce St. 

 

2. RIGHT on Commerce for 1 block to Main St. (note 

the Veterans’ Memorial at the corner). 
 

3. RIGHT on Main for 2 blocks to Rusk St. 
 

4. LEFT on Rusk for 1 block to Beaver St. 
 

5. LEFT on Beaver for 1 block to Cass St. (no street 

sign). 
 

6. CROSS and RIGHT on Cass for 1 block to E. 
Carrington (no street sign). 

 

7. LEFT on E. Carrington for 1 block to N. Commerce 
St. (no street sign). 

 

8. LEFT on Commerce 1 for block to W. Carrington 
(on the right). 

 

9. CAREFULLY CROSS Commerce to the RIGHT onto 
W. Carrington and continue on W. Carrington to 
the entrance of the Centerville Cemetery. 

 

10. RIGHT into the cemetery and follow the road 
around the cemetery, exiting back on W. 
Carrington. 

 

11. LEFT a short distance back to the first cemetery 
entrance (across from Polk St.). 

 

12. RIGHT on Polk for 3 blocks to St Mary’s St. 
(restrooms between playground and building, ½ block 

before St. Mary’s St.). 
 

13. RIGHT on St Mary’s, staying on the right side of 
the highway, to Woody’s Smokehouse (restrooms 

and so much more – busy gas station and store). 

 

14. RETURN to St. Mary’s and LEFT, back toward 
town, 1 short block till you’re across from Old 
Bryan Rd. (realty business on corner). 

 

15. CAREFULLY CROSS St. Mary’s RIGHT onto Old 
Bryan Rd. and CONTINUE on Old Bryan Road for 1 
block to Church St. (on left) and Winter Dr. (on 

right). 
 

16. LEFT on Church about 3 blocks to the road just 
before the Centerville Elementary School. 

 

17. RIGHT on the road and follow it straight toward 
the bus barn, passing the school on your left. 

 

18. CONTINUE behind the school to the large pine 
trees. 

 

19. LEFT along the front of the Jr. /Sr. High School. 
 

20. RIGHT at the end of the parking lot to Commerce 
St. (no street sign). 

 

21. LEFT on Commerce for 1 block to Church St. (no 

street sign, across from bank).  
 

22. LEFT on Church for 1 block to Polk St. 
 

23. RIGHT on Polk for 1 block to Jefferson St.  
 

24. RIGHT on Jefferson for 2 blocks to Cass St. 
 

25. LEFT on Cass for 1 block to St Mary’s St.  
 

26. CAREFULLY CROSS and LEFT on St. Mary’s to 
FINISH at the Courthouse.
