Located 36 miles east of Lubbock, Crosbyton’s motto is “Where the 19th century 

meets the 21st century.” It bills itself as a friendly community and is a market 
center for hogs, wheat, and grain sorghum. 
 

Our walks take in the Veterans War Memorial, hospital, Pioneer Memorial 
Museum, Prairie Ladies Multi-Cultural Center, churches, Post Office, City Park, 
and the creationist Mount Blanco Fossil Museum.

Start Point Address and Driving Directions: 
 

Crosby County Courthouse, 201 W. Aspen St. Crosbyton, TX. 78322. From US-82 / Main St. in 

Crosbyton, turn south on Crosby St. or Berkshire St. for 1 block. Park in front of the Courthouse 
near the corner of Aspen and Crosby streets. Parking is free.

There are gas station convenience stores a few blocks west of the Courthouse on Main St. 
There is a Lowe’s Market behind the Courthouse on the same block. Restrooms may be 
available in the Courthouse during business hours.

1. Visit the Veterans Memorial at the corner of 
W. Aspen and S. Crosby Streets. 
 

2. Facing the Courthouse, turn LEFT for 1 block 
to S. Berkshire. 
 

3. RIGHT on Berkshire for 1 block to Birch Street.  
 

4. RIGHT on Birch for 1 block to S. Crosby St.  
(Lowe’s Market). 

 

5. CROSS and RIGHT on S. Crosby for 1 block to 
W. Aspen. 
 

6. CROSS and RIGHT on Aspen for 1 block to 
Berkshire. 

 

7. LEFT on Berkshire for 1 block to Main Street 
(you will come back to pass by the museums 
shortly). 
 

8. CONTINUE on Berkshire (passing the Post 
Office on your right) for 1 block to W. 1st 
Street. 
 

9. RIGHT on 1st St. for 1 block to N. Ayrshire Ave. 
 

10. RIGHT on Ayrshire, without crossing the 
street, for 1 block to Main St. 
 

11. RIGHT on Main, passing along the front of the 
Fossil Museum, for 1 block to Berkshire.  
 

12. CROSS Main to the LEFT and turn LEFT on 
Main, passing the Pioneer Memorial Museum, 
for 1 block to Ayrshire Ave. This museum is 
very much worth a look! 
 

13. CROSS and RIGHT on Ayrshire for 1 block to 
Aspen Street. 
 

14. LEFT on Aspen for 1/3 km to the baseball field 
on the right.  
 

15. Just after the baseball field, turn into the 
Crosbyton RV parking lot (unpaved) and walk 
through the lot, past the swimming pool to 
the street (TX-144, no sign). 
 

16. TURN RIGHT, without crossing the street, for 
1 block to the dirt road (Birch Street, no sign; 
you’ll see the Welcome to Crosybton sign). 
 

17. RIGHT on Birch Street for about 1 ½ km to S. 
Harrison Ave. 
 

18. RIGHT on Harrison for 2 blocks to Main St. 
 

19. CROSS and RIGHT on Main for 3 blocks to N. 
Emerald Ave. 
 

20. CROSS and RIGHT on Emerald for 1 block to 
W. Aspen Street. 
 

21. LEFT on Aspen for 2 blocks to FINISH at

2. Facing the Courthouse, turn LEFT for 1 block 
to S. Berkshire. 

 

3. RIGHT on Berkshire for 1 block to Birch Street.  
 

4. RIGHT on Birch for 1 block to S. Crosby St. 
(Lowe’s Market). 
 

5. CROSS and RIGHT on S. Crosby for 1 block to 
W. Aspen. 
 

6. CROSS and RIGHT on Aspen for 1 block to 
Berkshire. 
 

7. LEFT on Berkshire for 1 block to Main Street 
(you will come back to pass by the museums 
shortly). 
 

8. CONTINUE on Berkshire (passing the Post 
Office on your right) for 1 block to W. 1st St. 
 

9. RIGHT on 1st St. for 1 block to N. Ayrshire Ave. 
 

10. RIGHT on Ayrshire, without crossing the 
street, for 1 block to Main St. 
 

11. RIGHT on Main, passing along the front of the 
Fossil Museum, for 1 block to Berkshire.  
 

12. CROSS Main to the LEFT and turn LEFT on 
Main, passing the Pioneer Memorial Museum, 
for 1 block to Ayrshire Ave. This museum is 
very much worth a look! 

 

13. CROSS and RIGHT on Ayrshire for 1 block to 
Aspen Street. 
 

14. LEFT on Aspen for 1/3 km to the baseball field 
on the right.  

 

15. Just after the baseball field, turn into the 
Crosbyton RV parking lot (unpaved) and walk 
through the lot, past the swimming pool to 
the street (TX-144, no sign). 

 

16. TURN RIGHT, without crossing the street, for 
1 block to the dirt road (Birch Street, no sign; 
you’ll see the Welcome to Crosybton sign). 

 

17. RIGHT on Birch Street for about 1/2 km to S. 
Ayrshire Ave. 

 

18. LEFT on Ayrshire for 3 blocks to Elm Street. 
 

19. RIGHT on Elm for 1 block to Berkshire. 
 

20. RIGHT on Berkshire for 3 blocks to Birch St. 
 

21. LEFT on Birch for 1 block to S. Crosby Street. 
 

22. LEFT on Crosby for 3 blocks to Elm Street. 
 

23. RIGHT on Elm for 1 block to Durham Avenue. 
 

24. RIGHT on Durham for 4 blocks to Aspen St. 
 

25. LEFT on Aspen for 1 block to S. Emerald St. 
 

26. LEFT on Emerald for 4 blocks to Elm St. 
 

27. RIGHT on Elm for 3 Blocks to Harrison Ave. 
 

28. CROSS and RIGHT on Harrison for 5 blocks to 
Main Street. 
 

29. CROSS and RIGHT on Main for 1 block to 
Grain Avenue. 
 

30. CROSS and RIGHT on Grain for 5 blocks to Elm St. 
 

31. LEFT on Elm for 1 block to S. Farmer. 
 

32. LEFT on Farmer for 4 blocks to Aspen Street. 
 

33. CROSS and RIGHT on Aspen for 2 blocks to 
Durham Street. 

 

34. CROSS and RIGHT on Durham for 1 block to 
Birch Street. 

 

35. LEFT on Birch for 1 block to Crosby Street. 
 

36. CROSS and LEFT on Crosby for 1 block to 
Aspen and FINISH. 
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These walk directions and maps may only be
