MADISONVILLE, TEXAS 

 
Madisonville is halfway between Houston and Dallas. The county was formed in 
1853 and is named for James Madison, the 4th President of the United States. The 

present courthouse was built in 1970. Madisonville is home to one of the largest 
mushroom production facilities in the country and you’ll find mushroom statues 
around town. Buc-ee’s is nearby, just off Interstate 45 as you exit to come into 

town. The Madison County Museum is open 10:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. Wednesday 
through Sunday. 
 

OSB or PSB Walk Registration: 
 

Please use either the Online Start Box (OSB) or Physical Start Box (PSB) to register and 
complete the event. Do NOT mix and match. For example, do not register using the OSB, then 
complete your event using the PSB (nor sign the PSB log sheet). The sponsoring club only 

receives credit for an OSB participation when an OSB registration has been completed online by 
entering your participation date, distances, and any special programs using the OSB.”Walk

When you finish your walk(s), be sure to log back in to the OSB System and enter your 

participation date, distances, and Special Programs (if applicable). 
 

Start Point Address and Driving Directions: 
 

The walk starts behind the Madison County Courthouse, 101 W. Main St. in Madisonville. 
Northbound or southbound on I-45, take EXIT 142 to West US-190 / TX-21. Turn west for 2 

miles to S. Madison St. Turn left for 1 block to Trinity St. Turn right on Trinity and park behind 
the courthouse. 
 

Restrooms and Parking: 
 

There is a Buc-ee’s Convenience store on the east side of I-45 where you exit. Free parking is 
available around the Courthouse and on nearby streets.

10 KM INSTRUCTIONS 
 

1. Facing the back of the Courthouse, turn LEFT to Elm 
Street. 
 

2. RIGHT on Elm for 1 block to Main Street. 
 

3. RIGHT on Main for 1 block to Madison St. 
 

4. CROSS and RIGHT on Madison for 5 blocks to Limit 
Street. 

 

5. LEFT Limit St. to end and follow curve around to Dale 
St. (you are now on Mimosa Street). 

 

6. Continue straight on Mimosa past the last building 
on the right. 
 

7. BEFORE you reach the stop sign, look for the 
crosswalk on the highway to your right.  

 

8. CROSS the highway and continue straight, away from 
the highway, toward the school. 
 

9. PASS the school, the parking lot, the football field 
and the Tennis Courts. 

 

10. JUST AFTER the tennis courts, turn RIGHT and follow 
the road past the tennis courts. 
 

11. FOLLOW the road as it curves right around the 
baseball field and the football field. 
 

12. CONTINUE around the next curve to the large 
parking lot (bus barn in the distance). 
 

13. CROSS the parking lot and the street and continue 
past the bus barn on your right (you are now on 
Minden Street). 
 

14. CONTINUE on Minden for 2 blocks to Morris St. 
 

15. RIGHT on Morris for 1 block to Shipp Street. 
 

16. LEFT on Shipp for 5 blocks to end at Collard Street. 
 

17. LEFT on Collard for 1/2 km to the signal light at May 
Street.  

 

18. LEFT on May to the signal light at Main St./US 190.  
 

19. CROSS and RIGHT on Main/US 190 for 3 blocks to 
Madison Street. 

 

20. CROSS and RIGHT on Madison for 1 short and 1 long 
block to Collard St. 

 

21. LEFT on Collard for about 10 blocks to end at Wilbur 
Street. 

 

22. LEFT on Wilbur to the stop sign at Main Street. 
 

23. CROSS Main and continue straight on Wilbur for 1 
short block to Trinity St. 

 

24. LEFT on Trinity for 3+ blocks to the cemetery gate on 
your right. 

 

25. CROSS Trinity and enter the cemetery. 
 

26. Follow the road and around the curve to the next 
street. 

 

27. TURN LEFT and return to Trinity Street. 
 

28. RIGHT on Trinity to the next cemetery gate. 
 

29. Turn RIGHT into the cemetery to the first street on 
your left. 

 

30. LEFT to the next street. 
 

31. LEFT to Trinity and exit the cemetery. 
 

32. CROSS and RIGHT on Trinity for 4 ½ blocks to FINISH 
behind the Courthouse.

6 KM INSTRUCTIONS 
 

1. Facing the back of the Courthouse, turn LEFT to Elm 
Street. 

 
2. RIGHT on Elm for 1 block to Main Street. 

 
3. RIGHT on Main for 1 block to Madison St. 

 
4. CROSS and RIGHT on Madison for several blocks to 

Byers Street. 
 
5. CONTINUE on Madison for 1 more block to South 

Street (no street sign; fire hydrant on left, highway 
signs on right). 

 
6. LEFT on South St. for 1 block to stop sign at end. 

 
7. TURN RIGHT for 1 block to the crosswalk. 

 
8. LEFT to CROSS the highway and continue away from 

the highway toward the school. 
 

9. PASS the school to the large parking lot on right and 
Bus Barn on left. 

 

10. Turn LEFT, keeping the bus barn on your right (you 
are now on Minden Street). 

 
11. CONTINUE on Minden for 4 blocks to Main St. 

 
12. CAREFULLY CROSS Main and turn RIGHT for ½ block 

to Minden St. 
 

13. LEFT on Minden for 1 block to end at Magnolia 
Street (no street sign). 

 
14. LEFT on Magnolia for 1 block to Harrell St. (stop 

sign, no street sign). 
 

15. LEFT on Harrell and IMMEDIATE RIGHT to continue 
on Magnolia for 2 more blocks to end at May Street 
(no street sign). 

 
16. RIGHT on May St. to the signal light at Collard St. 

 
17. LEFT on Collard for about 7 blocks to Panama St. 

 
18. LEFT on Panama for 2 blocks to Main Street. 

 
19. CAREFULLY CROSS Main and turn LEFT to Panama 

St.  
 

20. RIGHT on Panama to end at Trinity St. (stop sign, no 
street sign). 

 
21. CROSS and RIGHT on Trinity to the first cemetery 

gate. 
 

22. LEFT into the cemetery for 1 block. 
 

23. RIGHT for 1 block. 
 

24. TURN RIGHT and return to Trinity Street. 
 

25. CROSS and RIGHT on Trinity for 4 ½ blocks to 
FINISH behind the Courthouse.
