The walk passes the historic 
downtown area, churches, schools, city parks, and other historic buildings. 
 
Walk Registration: 
Please use the Online Start Box (OSB) to register and complete the event or contact the POC for remote registration. The 
directions and stamps will be available in Silver City during the Sun Country Striders Week of Walking April 13-16, 2023. 
If wishing to do the walk on the way to the events, contact the POC. 
 
Walk Completion and Walk Credit: 
Once you have completed the walk, please login to your Online Start Box account click on the “My Start Box” tab, then the 
“Finish Table” tab, then click on “Go to Finish Table” button for the event you have completed. Use the displayed entry 
form to submit the date and distance of your walk as well as select applicable AVA Special Programs to generate stamped 
“virtual” insert cards that you may choose to print out. 
 
Driving Directions to Start Point: 
The walk starts at El Paso Visitor Information Center at 1 Civic Center Plaza in downtown El Paso.  From the east, take I-
10 to Exit 19-B (Missouri), then follow Missouri to Santa Fe St (Yandell). LEFT on Santa Fe 3-4 blocks to the civic center 
garage on the right. From the west, take I-10 to exit for Yandell & Santa Fe. RIGHT on Santa Fe 4-5 blocks to the civic 
center parking garage on the right. Parking is available at the Civic Center’s underground garage ($3 for 2 hours, not sure 
for extra time) or metered parking available on San Antonio St (continue 1 block past the civic center and turn right, not 
sure about cost or time restrictions). See map for driving. Restrooms available at local businesses along the route.

1. Exit the parking garage to Santa Fe, then 
RIGHT on Santa Fe ½ block to San Antonio. 

 
2. (If parking on street, start her) RIGHT on 

San Antonio to Durango St. 
 

3. CROSS, then RIGHT on Durango (the far 
lower one) 1 block to Western. 
 

4. LEFT on Western 1 block to Anthony (no sign) 
thru the entertainment district. 
 

5. RIGHT on Anthony to San Francisco, then 
LEFT on San Francisco to the Union Plaza 
train station. Enter and enjoy the murals and 
plaques (restrooms/water available). 
 

6. EXIT where you entered and continue on San 
Francisco to the ‘first’ Durango St. 
 

7. RIGHT on Durango to San Antonio, then 
cross Durango to the left and left again on the 
far side of Durango. You just made a U-turn. 
 

8. Walk all the way up the hill to Missouri passing 
the El Paso City Hall. 
 

9. RIGHT on Missouri to Santa Fe, then LEFT 
on Santa Fe a short distance to Prospect. 
 

10. LEFT on Prospect crossing over the freeway 
to the first street on right (Corto Way) 
 

11. RIGHT on Corto Way 1 block to Yandell 
(Historical Society ahead). 
 

12. RIGHT on Yandell crossing back over the 
freeway (Yandell becomes Santa Fe) and 
continue to Missouri. 
 

13. CROSS Santa Fe and Missouri at the light 
and continue on Santa Fe ½ block to walkway 
in front of the History Museum. 
 

14. LEFT on walkway in front of the museum, 
then stay right at the ‘V’ passing between blue 
benches. 
 

15. LEFT (at end of path) on Franklin to Oregon. 
 

16. CROSS Oregon, then RIGHT to Main and 
San Jacinto Plaza.  
 

17. CROSS Main and walk diagonally into the 
plaza. Look for the fountain with alligators 
(they use to be real). 
 

18. At corner of Mills and Mesa, CROSS Mesa, 
then LEFT on Mesa to Main (staying on the 
right side). 
 

19. RIGHT on Main and continue to next corner 
to Kansas (unmarked). 
 

20. RIGHT on Kansas to Mills staying on the right. 
 

21. RIGHT on Mills to Stanton. 
 

22. LEFT on Stanton to Myrtle and CROSS to the 
small Veterans’ Park. Continue to the Aztec 
Calendar. 
 

23. CROSS Kansas and continue on Myrtle to 
Campbell. 
 

24. RIGHT on Campbell to San Antonio. 
 

25. 5K only: RIGHT on San Antonio 3 blocks to 
Mesa, then RIGHT on Mesa to Mills. GO TO 
step 41. 
 

26. 10K only: LEFT on San Antonio (crossing 
again to get on right side). 
 

27. Straight ahead, the street ‘V’, take LEFT 
branch (Magoffin). 
 

28. CONTINUE on Magoffin about 1k to Cotton 
passing thru the Magoffin Historic district. 

These walk directions and maps may only be used in 
conjunction with a signed American Volkssport Association 
athletic waiver. All other uses are prohibited. 
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29. RIGHT on Cotton 2 blocks to San Antonio. 

 
30. RIGHT on San Antonio about 1k to Florence. 

 
31. LEFT on Florence to Overland. 

 
32. RIGHT on Overland to Campbell. 

 
33. RIGHT on Campbell to San Antonio. Ahead is 

the US Court House and County Courthouse. 
DON’T TAKE PICTURES IN THIS AREA! 

 
34. LEFT on San Antonio to Stanton (by JCP 

store). 
 

35. LEFT on Stanton about 1k to 8th St. After 
crossing Paisano, you enter the Golden 
Horseshoe shopping district. For speed, stay 
on left, to shop/browse stay on right. 
 

36. RIGHT on 8th Ave (also called Olivas V Aoy) 
to Oregon. 
 

37. RIGHT on Oregon to 6th. 
 

38. LEFT on 6th to El Paso. 
 

39. RIGHT on El Paso about 1k to San Antonio. 
 

40. RIGHT on San Antonio to Mesa. 

41. LEFT on Mesa to Mills. 
 

42. 5K rejoins here: LEFT on Mills to Oregon. 
 

43. LEFT on Oregon to Texas Ct. 
 

44. RIGHT on Texas Ct into the Plaza. 
 

45. CIRCLE RIGHT towards the Plaza Theatre. 
 

46. CONTINUE around circle to the Art Museum. 
 

47. CROSS street to the Hotel Del Norte, formerly 
the Camino Real Hotel. 
 

48. ENTER the hotel and walk thru the lobby to 
the bar and the Tiffany stained glass dome. 
(Look up) 
 

49. EXIT hotel thru the bar door to San Antonio. 
 

50. RIGHT on San Antonio to Santa Fe. 
 

51. RIGHT on Santa Fe returning to the parking 
garage and your car.
