340A, head right on the ramp for AL-20 West toward Decatur. Keep right to stay on US-72 W
Alt / AL-20 / Wilson St NE, Continue on US-72 W / AL-2 / Highway 72 E, Turn right onto
Woodmont Dr, Road name changes to S Dickson St, Turn left onto E 6th S, Road name changes
to W 6th St, Turn right onto S Hook St, Road name changes to N Hook St, left onto W 2nd St,
Road name changes to Blackwell Rd, Turn right onto W 1st St, Arrive at W 1st St
