All Walkers  

1.RIGHT out of parking lot to 2nd Avenue East 

2. LEFT on 2nd Avenue East. You will be on 2nd 
Avenue for at least 2 miles. You will pass a 
hilarious mural that says, “Welcome to 
Oneonta, a great place no matter how you 
pronounce it!” There is a Veterans Memorial in 
front of City Hall and you will pass the regular 
things of civilization- stores, fast food 
restaurants and pawn shops.

3. Turn around at Mccay Street and the Wallace 
Community College – Oneonta Career Center.  
Read ahead to #10 to continue the 5K route. 

10Kers- 

4. LEFT on Ingle Street.  There is a Zaxby’s on 
the corner.  

5. RIGHT on Park Avenue 

6. LEFT on Ingle Street back to 2nd Avenue East 

7. RIGHT on 2nd Avenue East– Zaxby’s is still on 
the corner. If you need some real food there is 



an IGA across the street and if you need guns, 
there is also a gun shop also. If you don’t need 
real food or guns, you are on 2nd Avenue East 
now walking past all the things you walked 
before. 

8. LEFT on 4th Street N. Busy intersection with 
cross walks.  Leads to downtown. Ahead of you 
are the famous Oneonta Angel wings.  Walk 
over there and take your picture! 

9. With the wings to your back, take a LEFT 

10. RIGHT on 4th Street 

11. LEFT on First Avenue.  Shops and murals 
throughout passing Neely Theater.  Try the 
Lunch Box for local fare.  You will pass an alley 
that has 20 murals in it.  Explore this, but 
continue on First Avenue. 

11. RIGHT on A Street 

12. Cross 2nd Avenue East here, but it is so busy.  
You are taking your life into your own hands. 
There is a crosswalk and the Barking Bee Coffee 
shop is in front of you.  Think of the coffee and 
go for it – safely and carefully. 

13. LEFT 2nd Avenue. 5K walkers when you pass 
the start point, stop and high five yourself. 10 
K walkers keep going straight on 2nd Avenue. 

14. You will pass ball fields and Gilbreath 
Stadium Home of the Redskins and Welcome to 
Oneonta LARGE sign.  There is no street sign, 
but it is called Gilbreath Stadium Road. Take a 
RIGHT. You will go up a steep street. 

15. Take a SHARP LEFT on OShields Drive. There 
is a baseball field on your RIGHT.  Keep walking 
straight and please obey the 5 MPH Speed 
Limit. 

16. At the stop sign take a RIGHT.  Now there is 
a 10 MPH speed limit. Again, please obey.  
Follow the road as it meanders.  There is the 
High School on RIGHT and overflow school bus 
parking on the left.  Keep following the road 

going downhill.   There is a park on the right and 
school bus parking on left.  Walk amongst the 
buses keeping the High School on your right. 
Walk around the building and then take a right 
to the front of the high school.  You will see the 
Oneonta City Schools digital sign and then the 
entrance to the Middle School.  Take a Left to 
get back to 2nd Avenue East. 

17. LEFT on 2nd Avenue East and go back to the 
starting point. Great job 10Kers!!  Y’all are 
AMAZING! 
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
