START/FINISH LOCATION:
Quincy Park, 3 Jackson St., Quincy, MI 49082

GPS coordinates: Latitude 41.94663, Longitude -84.88254

DRIVING DIRECTIONS:

From northbound or southbound 1-69: Take Exit 13, go east on US 12 approximately 4.5 miles to
the village of Quincy. At the stoplight turn left on Main St. Turn right on Hawley St. then turn right
on Jackson St. into the parking lot for Quincy Park.

From westbound US 12: After entering the village of Quincy, turn right at the stoplight onto Main
St. Turn right on Hawley St, then turn right on Jackson St. into the parking lot for Quincy Park.

PARKING:
Parking is in the parking lot of Quincy Park.
RESTROOMS/WATER:

Seasonal restrooms are available at the start/finish in Quincy Park. Additional restrooms are
available at Quincy Public Library and possibly some businesses along Chicago St. It is
recommended that you carry water as well.

TRAIL DESCRIPTION:

The 6K trail is entirely on paved roads and sidewalks and is rated 1A. The 10K trail includes some
gravel roads and is rated 1B. The route will go through residential areas, past Quincy Public Library,
Jennings Elementary School, Quincy High School, and through Lake View Cemetery. The 10K
route will also go to the shore of Marble Lake. The trail is suitable for strollers and wheelchairs. Pets
are allowed on the trail if leashed.

From the entrance of the parking lot at
Quincy Park, 4 Jackson St., turn left on
Hawley St.

Carefully cross and turn left on Main St.,
crossing the railroad tracks and passing the
Quincy Public Library.

At the traffic light cross Chicago Ave (US 12)
and continue straight on Main St.

Turn left on Liberty St. and continue past
Jennings Elementary School.

Turn left on Educational Pkwy. and continue
past the football stadium.

Facing Quincy High School turn left on
Colfax St.

Turn right on Fulton St.

Turn right on Jefferson St.

Turn left on Dally St.

Turn left on Chicago St.

At the traffic light cross Main St. and
continue straight on Chicago St.

After walking about 1K, turn left on West St.
Enter the Lake View Cemetery and walk
straight on the pavement to the Civil War
monument.

Do a U-turn and leave the cemetery on West
St.

Turn right on Taylor St.

Turn right on Berry St.

Turn left on Liberty St.

After 4 blocks cross and turn left on Main St.
At the traffic light cross Chicago St. and
continue straight on Main St.

After crossing the railroad tracks turn right
on the sidewalk back to the parking lot of the
start/finish.

From the entrance of the parking lot at
Quincy Park, 4 Jackson St., turn left on
Hawley St.

Carefully cross and turn right on Main St.
Turn left on Hewitt St.

Turn left on Church St.

Turn left on Park St.

Turn right on Main St., crossing the railroad

tracks and passing the Quincy Public Library.

At the traffic light cross Chicago St. (US 12)
and continue straight on Main St.

Turn left on Liberty St. and continue past
Jennings Elementary School.

Turn left on Educational Pkwy. and continue
past the football stadium.

Facing Quincy High School turn left on
Colfax St.

Turn right on Fulton St.

Turn right on Jefferson St.

Turn left on Dally St.

Turn left on Chicago St.

At the traffic light cross Main St. and
continue straight on Chicago St.

After walking about 1K, turn left on West St.
Enter the Lake View Cemetery and walk
straight on the pavement past the Civil War
monument.

At the next intersection, turn right, then
right, then right again, going around the
block and returning to the paved cemetery
entrance.

Turn left and leave the cemetery on West St.
Turn right on Taylor St.

Turn right on Berry St.

Turn right on Liberty St.

23.Turn left on Elmer Rd. (gravel)
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After about 1K and just beyond the
campground, turn right on Tip Up Island Rd.
Following Tip Up Island Rd. as it curves left
and over a smallwood plank bridge to a turn
around circle at Marble Lake.

Retrace your steps back on Tip Up Island Rd.
to Elmer Rd. and turn left for about 1K.

Turn right on Liberty St.

After 5 blocks cross and turn left on Main St.
At the traffic light cross Chicago St. and
continue straight on Main St.

After crossing the railroad tracks turn right
on the sidewalk back to the parking lot of the
start/finish.

It goes
through historic neighborhoods, along the shore of
Lake Michigan and historic Silver Beach, past the Saint
Joseph North Pier Lighthouses, and through the
charming downtown area. The trail is rated 2A.

museums, and quaint shops, through historic
neighborhoods, and past the South Haven South Pier
Lighthouse. The trail is rated 2A.

Holland 6K & 10K Walks

The trail is on paved roads and sidewalks. It will start
in historic downtown Holland, then continue through
Kollen Park and along Heinz Waterfront Walkway. It
continues through residential neighborhoods and
through the beautiful Hope College campus. The walk
finishes up with a view of the famous De Zwaan
Windmill. The trail is rated 1A.

Grand Haven 5K & 10K Walks

The trail is on paved roads and sidewalks. It follows
the waterway/boardwalk through parks and eateries on
the way to the Grand Haven Lighthouses. The trail
continues past Grand Haven State Park and along Lake
Michigan beaches, then through residential

Grand Haven Lighthouses neighborhoods. It finishes up through the downtown
area and shopping district. The trail is rated 2A.
