This walk is composed of 5 and 10km routes and will be available in 2025 only. Taos is the county seat of Taos County
founded in 1795 by the Governor of Nuevo Mexico, and one of the original 9 counties of the New Mexico Territory. Just
outside of town is the Taos Pueblo founded well before the formal founding of the town of Taos and is a UNESCO World
Heritage Site. It one of the oldest continuously occupied sites in the US. The 5k walk explores the historic downtown
area and passes historic buildings. The 10k route continues along country roads and the Sierra Vista Cemetery.

Walk Registration:
Please use the Online Start Box (OSB) to register. If wishing to do the walk on the way to the events, use the OSB.

Walk Completion and Walk Credit:

Once you have completed the walk, login to your Online Start Box account click on the "My Start Box" tab, then the “Finish
Table" tab, then click on "Go to Finish Table" button for the event you have completed. Submit the date and distance of
your walk as well as applicable AVA Special Programs to generate stamped “virtual” insert cards.

Driving Directions to Start Point:

The walk starts at Kit Carson Park at 211 Paseo Del Pueblo
Norte in Taos. From Santa Fe and the south, take US- 4 ot Taoa
84/285 north toward Espanola, then north on NM-68 to

Taos (70 miles from Santa Fe). From Raton, take US-64
southwest to Taos (100 miles) and the intersection with <
NM-68. North on US-64/Paseo Del Pueblo Norte .2 mile The Historic Taos Inglgy’
to the park on the right. Turn into the park and continue -.
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Restrooms available at the start and at various businesses
in the area.

Walk starts at the Kit Carson Park at 211 Paseo Del Pueblo Norte (US-64) near the cemetery.

2. Exit the cemetery onto Drageon Lane opposite
the parking lot. Continue on Drageon to Kit
Carson Rd.

3. RIGHT on Kit Carson to Paseo del Norte. Cross
Paseo del Norte (becomes N Plaza).

4. Circle the plaza % of the way around to the

Veteran’s Memorial, then straight back to Paseo
del Norte.

5. RIGHT on Paseo del Norte 1 blocks to Quesnal
Rd/NM-240.

6. RIGHT on NM-240 several blocks to Don
Fernando.

7. LEFT on Don Fernando 2 blocks to La Loma
crossing Manzanares.

8. LEFT on La Loma 1 block to San Antonio.
9. VEER RIGHT on San Antonio to Valverte.

10. LEFT on Valverde a short distance to La Lomita
on the right (almost continuation of San Antonio).

11. RIGHT on La Lomita to Carabajal.

12. RIGHT on Carabajal to Upper Ranchittos.

13. RIGHT on Upper Ranchitos about 1 mile as it
curves to the left, then right to continue on Upper

Ranchitos

14. RIGHT on Upper Ranchitos (straight becomes
La Moranda) to Paseo del Norte.
