5. Pathways turns Left, then Right, between the 

roadway and the driving range 

6. Pathway turns Right at the end of the driving range 

7. Pathway turns Left toward the parking lot for Duck 

Pond Park. 

8. Continue through the parking lot/walkway to the 

end of the pond 

9. Near the restrooms, angle LEFT to the trail through 

the wetland area.  

10. Stay right at “Y” to cross bridge over Newton Creek. 

11. Stay on the main mulch/bark trail toward NW 

Stewart Pkwy. 

12. RIGHT on NW Stewart Pkwy
