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YRE Description 
Come and walk through the village of Garrett Park. It began as a railroad suburb, a place 
where people could live in the country, but work and attend cultural activities in Washington, 
D.C. The town plan features streets that curve to fit the natural topography and have names 
from Sir Walter Scott novels. Construction was started in 1887 and the town was incorporated 
in 1898. Many of the Victorian era “cottages” still exist. In 1977, Garrett Park declared itself an 
arboretum to protect and manage its collection of trees and to allow for planting a greater 
variety of species and maintain its sylvan character. 
There are two trails; a 5k and a 10k. Both trails start at the Veirs Mill Local Park, 4425 Garrett 
Park Rd, Silver Spring, MD 20906. 

●​ The 5k trail heads directly to the town of Garrett Park. It enters the town by crossing the 
railroad tracks. After entering the town, the trail winds its way around the town and 
passes late Victorian era homes, the Town Hall and the Penn building which started as 
the local grocer and later added the Post Office, a restaurant, and Town Offices. 

●​ The 10k trail starts with the 5k trail and then adds the Randolph Hills neighborhood which 
features beautifully maintained 1950s brick houses. This trail finishes on a portion of the 
Rock Creek multi-use trail. 

Registering for the Walk 
●​ Participant Fee: The Seneca Valley Sugarloafers Volksmarch club charges a $4 per 

person participation fee for all participants aged 13 and older. This fee helps cover event 
costs. 

●​ Ensuring Your IVV Credit: To ensure you receive IVV event and distance credit for your 
walk, please do NOT check the “No Credit” box during registration if you are 13 years or 
older. This step is important for tracking your progress in Volkssporting!

For your convenience, you can download a comprehensive PDF file containing detailed walk 
information, maps and instructions for your chosen route. 

●​ There is a small, upfront $2 download fee for the PDF. 
●​ Reimbursement for the PDF: We'll credit this $2 download fee back to you when you 

complete your walk using the OSB “Finish Table” and pay the $4 participant fee. Think of 
it as a prepayment that gets returned when you finish! 

After You Have Completed the Walk 
After completing your walk, please return to the OSB and log your finish at the “Finish Table” 
within 60 days of the event registration. Be sure to include the walk date, distance, and any 
AVA Special Programs that apply to this event (see the AVA Special Programs section in this 
document). 
If walking for IVV credit, your event and distance credits will be recorded automatically.

1.​ At the entrance to the Veirs Mill Local Park 

parking lot, Right on the asphalt path 
alongside Garrett Park Rd (no sign). 
a.​ Pass Beach Dr on the left. 
b.​ Cross the bridge over Rock Creek. 

2.​ At Schuylkill Rd, Left to cross Garrett Park 
Rd then Right to cross Schuylkill Rd using 
the crosswalks. 

3.​ Continue Straight on the asphalt path 
through the Waverly-Schulkill Park to the 
railroad tracks and the Garrett Park MARC 
station. 

4.​ Cross the railroad tracks. Black Market 
Bistro is on the left.

5.​ Immediate Right on Rokeby Ave (no 

sign). The train station is on your right. 
6.​ At the Y-intersection, Bear Right to 

remain on Rokeby Ave. Ignore the “No 
Outlet” sign. 
a.​ Pass Albemarle Ave. 
b.​ Pass Clyde Ave. 

7.​ Left on Kenilworth Ave. 
a.​ Pass Clyde Ave. 

b.​ Pass Albemarle Ave. 
8.​ Left on Argyle Ave. 
9.​ Right on Montrose Ave. 
10.​Cross and Right on Waverly Ave. 
This street contains many historic and later homes. 
#4701 (first house on right), built in 1887, was one 
of the first homes in Garrett Park & served as a 
model late Victorian “cottage.” 
#4702, built in 1890-1891, has a labyrinth that 
qualifies for the AVA SP A-MAZING Labyrinths. 
#4709, built in 1972, is a Techbuilt house. Designed 
in 1952, Techbuilts were prefabricated frame 
houses assembled from modular panels & 
delivered on a truck. 
#4710, built in 1890-1891, is a Queen Anne style 
residence. 
#4711, built in 1890, is based on a plan from an 
1887 architectural journal. 
#4716, built in 1892, is one of the finest examples 
of Queen Anne style in Garrett Park. 
#4720, built in 1998, is a Late Victorian revival 
residence. 

a.​ At the center triangle, Waverly Ave 
becomes Kenilworth Ave. 

10909 Kenilworth Ave, built in 1891, with its 
combination of clapboards & shingles, tall turret, 
spacious porch & complex roof, shows the 
architectural preferences of its day. 
11.​At Strathmore Ave, Right to cross 

Kenilworth Ave, then Left to cross 
Strathmore Ave using the pedestrian signal 
and crosswalk. 
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Garrett Park 5k/10k Trail 
10814 Kenilworth Ave. is the Garrett Park Town 
Hall. The Town Hall was built in 1897 as the St. 
James Episcopal Church. It was sold to the 
community in 1968 and is now used as a 
community center. 
12.​Left on Oxford St. 
13.​Right on Montrose Ave. 
14.​Quick Left on Oxford St. 
As you turn the corner at Oxford St., note the tree 
on the left beside the bike route sign (10801 
Montrose). This a Katsura tree, it has heart-shaped 
leaves which are purple bronze as they unfold in 
spring. 

a.​ At the stop sign, cross Clermont Ave. 
b.​ Pass Clermont Ave (on left). 
c.​ Cross Shelley Ct. 

15.​At the stop sign, Left on Keswick St. 
16.​Cross Strathmore Ave using the crosswalk 

and pedestrian signal. 
a.​ Pass the Town of Cambria Park 

Playground. 
17.​Immediate Left on the asphalt path. This 

path will join into the end of Cambria Ave 
(no sign). Continue on Cambria Ave. 

18.​At the T-intersection with a triangular 
green space, Right on Clermont Pl. (no 
sign). 
a.​ At the grayish fire hydrant, follow 

Clermont Pl. as it curves left. 
19.​Bear Right on Clermont Ave. 
20.​At the wooden bench, just after house 

#10919, Right on wood-chip path down 
into the Porcupine Woods Park. 
a.​ Continue on the trail through the woods 

to the Black Market Bistro and the 
Garrett Park Post Office. Ignore other 
paths. The end of the path curves 
sharply right and up to a parking area. 

21.​Left on the Black Market Bistro driveway 
to Rokeby Ave. 

a.​ Pass the Penn Place building, which 
houses the Garrett Park Post Office, the 
Black Market Bistro and the Garrett 
Park Town offices. 

The original Penn Place building was built 
sometime between August 1877 and September 
1888. The second very similar building was built 
sometime between 1892 and 1894. It was a 
general store until the 1980s. It housed the Post 
Office starting in ~1930. It was purchased by the 
Town of Garrett Park in 1976. 
22.​Right on Rockeby Ave to the railroad 

tracks crossing. 
23.​Cross the railroad tracks and continue on 

the asphalt path. through the 
Waverly-Schuylkill Park to Schuylkill Rd.

You are in the Randolph Hills neighborhood. This 
neighborhood features beautifully maintained 
brick single family homes that were built in the 
1950s. 
24.​Right on Schuylkill Rd. 
25.​Right on Troy Rd. 

a.​ Pass Star Ln. 
26.​At stop sign, Cross and Left on Schuylkill 

Rd (no sign) to Garrett Park Rd. 
a.​ Pass Star Ln. 
b.​ Pass Rock Rd. 
c.​ Pass Troy Rd. 
d.​ Cross Garrett Park Rd. 
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Garrett Park 5k/10k Trail 
27.​Cross and Left on Ashley Dr. 
28.​Left on Schuylkill Rd. 

a.​ Pass Creek Shore Pl. 
b.​ Cross Wyaconda Rd. 
c.​ Cross Boiling Brook Pkwy (eastbound 

lanes) using the crosswalk. 
29.​Carefully Cross and Left on Boiling Brook 

Pkwy (westbound lanes). 
30.​Bear Left crossing Topping Rd to remain 

on Boiling Brook Pkwy. 
31.​Right on Rocking Horse Rd. 

a.​ Cross Oxbow Rd. 
b.​ Cross Red Fox Rd. 
c.​ Cross Macon Rd. 
d.​ Cross Olden Rd. 
e.​ Cross Coachway Dr. 

32.​Cross and Right on Ashley Dr. 
a.​ Pass Stoneleigh Ct. 
b.​ Pass Coachway Dr. 
c.​ Pass Olden Rd. 

33.​Left on Macon Rd into the Randolph Hills 
Local Park. 

34.​Straight on the Rock Creek Trail connector 
asphalt path. 
a.​ Cross bridge over Rock Creek 
b.​ Continue on Rock Creek Trail connector 

ignoring all natural surface trails. 
35.​Right at the T-intersection onto Rock Creek 

Multi-Use Trail. Ignore all natural surface 
trails. 

36.​Right at the next intersection to remain on 
the Rock Creek Trail. 
a.​ Cross the Dewey Local Park parking lot 

driveway using the crosswalk. 
(Portajohn) 

b.​ Pass Dewey Local Park. 
c.​ Cross second Dewey Local Park 

driveway. 
d.​ Continue on Rock Creek Trail. 

37.​Left into the Veirs Mill Local Park, our 
start/finish point.
