1. From the start point, go out to and 
Carefully Cross Captain Wylly Road at 
crosswalk to the bicycle path. Turn LEFT on 
the path. 
2. Con?nue on bicycle path crossing Old 
PlantaVon Road to Riverview Drive. 
3. Cross Riverview Drive to bike path. LEFT 
on the path along Riverview. You will pass 
Villa Ospo, Hollybourne, and the Chicota 
ruins. Walk around to explore as you wish. 
4. A\er you pass the barrier arm, turn 
RIGHT to walk along the path near the river. 
You will pass Restrooms in a building on 
your right. 

5. Con?nue on the path back to Riverview 
Drive. 
6. RIGHT on path along Riverview Drive. You 
will pass Indian Mound, Mistletoe, and 
Goodyear Co_age before ge`ng to Moss 
House.  
7. LEFT to cross Riverview Drive at the 
crosswalk in front of the Moss House. 
8. LEFT on the path just past the Moss 
House. Follow the path to the back of the 
house. 
9. RIGHT on wider path to a T. 
10.LEFT at the T and Con?nue past the 3 
story olive green shake building on the 
right.  
11.RIGHT just past the olive green building. 
You are now on Pier Road. 
12. Cross Old PlantaVon Road and Con?nue 
to Stable Road. You will pass the duBignon 
Co_age. Restrooms in the Founders Social 
building on your right.  
13.LEFT immediately past the Wake Up 
Coffee Company building following the path 
alongside the building. 
14.Just before you reach the Georgia Sea 
Turtle Center, veer le\ on the path that goes 
around the back of the Sea Turtle building. 
Go through the barrier arm and Con?nue 
on the path (James Road). 
15.Con?nue on the path (James Road) 
crossing Schoolhouse Lane to Stable Road.  
16. LEFT on Stable Road to Old PlantaVon. 
(You’ll have to walk carefully on the le\ side 
of the road for a short distance.) SPLIT 
WITH 10K at Old Planta?on. 
17.RIGHT on Old PlantaVon to Captain Wylly 
Road. 
18.Carefully Cross Captain Wylly Road onto 
the bike path.

15.Con?nue on the path (James Road) 
crossing Schoolhouse Lane to Stable Road.  
16. LEFT on Stable Road to Old PlantaVon. 
(You’ll have to walk carefully on the le\ side 
of the road for a short distance.) SPLIT 
WITH 5K at Old Planta?on. 
17.LEFT on Old PlantaVon. Con?nue to 
Schoolhouse Lane. You will again pass Villa 
Ospo and Hollybourne. You will pass Villa 
Marianna and Cherokee on your le\.

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18. RIGHT on Schoolhouse Lane to just past 
Crane Co_age. 
19.Go LEFT  on the river side of the Crane 
Co_age onto the path toward the Jekyll 
Island Club (4 story tan building). You will 
pass the swimming pool on your right. At 
the first le\ in the path, cross another path 
and proceed in front of the Jekyll Island 
Club. Staying to the le\ on the path to Pier 
Road (unmarked). On the other side of Pier 
Road you will see the olive green building. 
20.LEFT on Pier Road to Old PlantaVon. (Just 
past Old PlantaVon you will again find 
Restrooms on the right in the Founders 
Social Building.) 
21.RIGHT on Old PlantaVon to the Morgan 
Center. 
22.Just past the Morgan Center LEFT into 
the Morgan Center parking lot. Con?nue 
le\ into the second parking lot. Exit parking 
lot toward the Post Office passing the Post 
Office on your le\ on the path to Pier Road. 
23.RIGHT on Pier Road to Stable Road. 
24.Carefully Cross Stable Road at the 
crosswalk. 
25.Take the first RIGHT. This will take you in 
front of the Jekyll Island Museum. 
26.Just past the Museum veer LEFT and  
then veer RIGHT. You will enter a dirt path 
which becomes the paved Shell Road Bike 
Path. 
26.Follow the trail keeping the golf course 
on your le\ to Beachview Drive. 
27.Carefully Cross Beachview Drive to the 
bike path that runs along the beach. 
28.LEFT on the bike path keeping Tortuga 
Jacks Restaurant on your right. 
29.Just before the Holiday Inn, turn LEFT on 
the path. 

30.Carefully Cross Beachview Drive. 
Con?nue on the bike path unVl you reach 
the Golf Club. Carefully Cross Captain Wylly 
Road back to your car.
