START/FINISH: Adjacent to the festival grounds,
Goethals Road and Constitution Road.

DISTANCE: One 10K route and one 5K route will be
available.

ROUTE DESCRIPTION:

WALKING THE UNITED STATES AND AMPHITHEATERS.
This event’s planned route takes you along sidewalks
and post roads on Fort Belvoir’s North Post. The route is
largely flat with some hills, and the slopes on the hills
are not steep. The route is rated 2B due to the moderate
hills; suitable for strollers, but not wheelchairs. Weather
conditions should have little effect on the route rating.

DIRECTIONS: From I-95 North, take Exit 166A (Newington/
Fort Belvoir). Turn right onto Backlick Road/Fairfax County
Parkway. Turn left on Route T (Richmond Highway). Turn
right on Pohick Road (Ist traffic light) and enter Fort
Belvoir through Tulley Gate. Follow Oktoberfest road signs
to your destination. From [-95 South take the Exit 166A
(Newington/Fort Belvoir). Merge onto Backlick Road/
Fairfax County Parkway. From here, follow the directions
for [F95N.
