DIRECTIONS TO START/FINISH POINT:

Take 1-64 East / US-60 East. Take Exit 291B heading right on the ramp
for VA-168 South toward Elizabeth City / Outer Banks. Keep straight
to get onto VA-168 South. At Exit 11A, head right on the ramp for
VA-165 South toward Great Bridge. Bear right onto VA-165 / Mount
Pleasant Rd. Turn right onto VA-168 Bus / VA-165 / Battlefield Blvd
South. Turn left onto VA-165 / Cedar Rd. Turn right onto Holt Drive.
Cross Shea Drive and turn left into the Great Bridge Community
Center parking lot. The Master Gardener’s trailer is on your right in
front of the community center.

From Southside Hampton Roads (Norfolk, Chesapeake, Virginia Beach:
Take Chesapeake Expressway to Exit 11A, head right on the ramp for
VA-165 South toward Great Bridge.
