DIRECTIONS: From I-95, take Rt. 32 East to Rt. 3/I-97.
Exit onto I-97 North, toward Baltimore. Take Exit 10
(Veterans Hwy., Benfield Rd., Severna Park). At the first
traffic signal, turn LEFT on Veterans Hwy. to Benfield Road.
Turn RIGHT on Benfield Rd. and continue for 2 miles to
Jumpers Hole Road. Turn LEFT on Jumpers Hole Road and
continue for 1.5 miles to Kinder Farm Park entrance on the
LEFT.
