EVENT # 1 

MONDAY, APRIL 3, 2023 

MAYSVILLE KENTUCKY MURALS ON THE OHIO RIVER 

AVA Sanction: MA2023/124181 
 

This event is open to everyone, though registration is required.  The event is a 

guided walk that is intended to be family friendly, though it may not be suitable for 

strollers or wheelchairs. Guides are volunteers from clubs within the Mid-America 

Region. Upon completing registration participants will be broken into groups of 10-

15 persons based upon distance and ability. Average walkers may complete a trail 

rated 1-A in about two hours.  

 

START/FINISH POINT: Compact vehicle parking area at River Park Marina  
 

REGISTRATION: 9 AM TO 9:30 AM (EASTERN) 

START TIME: 9:30 AM (EDT) to 9:45 AM     Finish by 2:30 PM 
 

DISTANCES OFFERED: 6 or 11 Km (3.75 or 6.8 miles) 
 

TRAIL RATING: 1-B (Scale 1 to 5 references elevation gain with 5 being the most 

difficult. Scale A to E references type of trail with E being the most difficult). 
 

TRAIL DESCRIPTION: All routes incorporate existing trails on properties 

administered by the City of Maysville and its Department of Parks & Recreation, to 

include sidewalks and short stretches of residential streets. Portions of the trail 

may not be suitable for strollers of wheelchairs. Sidewalks may be uneven or 

cracked.  Dogs are permitted but must be leashed and under the control of the 

owner, who is also responsible for cleaning up after their pet. 
 

RESTROOMS: Will be available on site at Start/Finish. 
 

DIRECTIONS: Start Point at Maysville River Park Marina, 100 Main Street, 

Maysville, KY 41056. From I-275 take Ohio Exit #71 onto US 52 Eastbound. Remain 

on US 52 to Aberdeen, OH, where US 62 will intersect US 52 from the South. Turn 

Right onto US 62 to cross over the Ohio River into Maysville. At the intersection of 

US 62 and East Third Street Turn Left onto East Third Street, which will become 

Kentucky Route 10 and Forest Avenue. Follow Forest Avenue/Route 10 to its 

intersection with Main Street and Turn Left onto Main Street. Follow Main Street to 

the Maysville River Park Marina, where you will see IVV signage.  

EVENT #2 

TUESDAY, APRIL 4, 2021 

GENERAL BUTLER STATE RESORT PARK 

AVA Sanction: MA2023/124182 
 

This event is open to everyone, though registration is required.  The event is a 

guided walk that is intended to be more adventurous than the first walk to 

demonstrate the diversity of walks organized by America’s Walking Club. Guides 

are volunteers from clubs within the Mid-America Region. Upon completing 

registration participants will be broken into groups of 10-15 persons based upon 

distance and ability. Average walkers may complete a trail rated 2-B in about two 

and one half hours.   
 

START/FINISH POINT: Parking area Butler-Turpin House 
 

REGISTRATION: 9 AM TO 9:30 AM (EASTERN) 

START TIME: 9:30 AM (EDT) to 9:45 AM      Finish by 2:30 PM 
 

DISTANCES OFFERED: 6 or 11 Km (3.75 or 6.8 miles) 
 

TRAIL RATING: 2-B (Scale 1 to 5 references elevation gain with 5 being the most 

difficult. Scale A to E references type of trail with E being the most difficult). 
 

TRAIL DESCRIPTION: All routes incorporate existing trails on properties 

administered by the Commonwealth of Kentucky Department of Parks. These trails 

include ungroomed dirt paths with impediments and moderate inclines through a 

mostly hard wood forest and along scenic bluffs overlooking the Ohio River.  

 

RESTROOMS: Will be available near (just a short walk) the Start/Finish. 

 

DIRECTIONS: Start Point is in the parking area of the Butler-Turpin House at 

1608 US Highway 227, Carrollton, KY 41008. From I-71 Kentucky Exit 44 take US 27 

Northbound toward Carrollton. At its intersection with the General Butler Park 

Road Turn Left onto the Park Road and follow it through the park to the Butler-

Turpin House. Turn Left into the parking area for the Butler-Turpin House, where
