From Indianapolis and the South: From I-465 (on 
the northeast side of Indianapolis), take I-69 
North (exit 37). Follow I-69 North to the No-
blesville exit (205 – Noblesville /SR 37) Follow 
SR 37 North for approximately seven (7) miles to 
SR 32/38 (Conner Street). Turn left on Conner 
Street and go 1½ miles to Hospital on left just 
past the bridge over the White River.  
 
From the North, take I-69 South to Exit 210 (SR 
238/Noblesville).  Turn right and follow SR 238 
West for five (5) miles to SR 37.  Turn right 
(north) on SR 37 approximately 1½ miles to 
SR32/38 (Conner Street).  Turn left on Conner 
Street and go 1½ miles to Hospital on left just 
past the bridge over the White River.

START/FINISH LOCATION: 
Riverview Hospital -Woman’s Pavilion, 355 
Westfield Blvd. (SR 32-38), Noblesville, IN.  The 
Woman’s Pavilion is located on the southeast 
corner of the hospital complex  The walk box is 
at the information desk in the lobby on the floor. 
There are restrooms at the start point. 
 
START/FINISH TIMES: 
Every day during daylight hours. 
 
PARKING: 
Free parking is available in the visitor spaces in 
the east side and rear of the hospital. 
 
TRAIL DESCRIPTION AND RATING: 
The 11 K walk wanders through the town 
square, county courthouse, historic residential 
and business districts into a large city park, then 
follows the White River Greenway trail to a pic-
turesque covered bridge and returns to the 
courthouse square.  A 5 K trail is also available. 
The trail is suitable for strollers and wagons.  
Wheelchairs can do the trail but may have to 
make some detours. Both trails are rated 1B,on 
the AVA scale which indicates level terrain on 
paved park paths and sidewalks 
 
AWARD AND FEES: 
There is a “B” award available from a previous 
event.

START/FINISH TIMES: 
Walk box in the breezeway at the entrance to 
the store and is available 24 hours  
 
PARKING: Free parking is available in the lot 
next to of the building. 
 
TRAIL DESCRIPTION AND RATING: 
Both the 5 and 11 K trails wander over the vil-
lage's sidewalks and paths and cover several 
different parks, upscale neighborhoods, and 
unique brick lined Main Street. The 11 K trail 
also covers the Zionsville Rail Trail and Starkey 
Nature Park which is challenging with natural 
paths and a long metal staircase that exits the 
park. The 5 K walk is flat and is mostly on the 
village's sidewalks and has a 1A rating (you can 
do this trail twice to avoid the steps). The 11 K 
trail has a 2B rating and is not suitable for 
strollers and wagons.
