REGISTRATION PROCEDURES  Pre-registration is required.  Mail 
pre-registration form and fees to:  Virginia Vagabonds, 3 Delmont Court, 
Hampton VA 23666-5508.  Start Cards, driving and walking maps, and 
trail instructions will be sent by email or return mail. Stamped insert 
cards will be mailed to the participant for each event completed after 
your completed start card is received.  There will be no refund of any 
monies paid. 
 
AWARD/FEES:  Please pay by check.  No refunds. IVV Credit Only 
Fee:  $3.00 each event.  Non-IVV Participant Fee:  $3.00 each event.  A 
non-IVV participant is an individual who participates without obtaining 
IVV credit.  The $3.00 will be used to defray the cost of putting on the 
events. 
 
CONDITIONS:  The trails must be completed during daylight hours.  
With registration for these events, the participant accepts the guidelines 
for AVA Volkssport walks and agrees to observe the principles of good 
sportsmanship.  All pets are to be kept on a leash (6 feet or less) at all 
times and owners are responsible for cleaning up after their pet.  Water 
and restrooms will be available at the start point for most of the events.  
You should carry water on all the trails, especially during summer 
months.  Litter must be deposited in the designated containers.  
Strollers and wagons are fine on the trails.  Wheelchairs may have 
difficulty with the hills.

WASHINGTON - RAPPAHANNOCK COUNTY (5 and 10 KM)

The walk will be on shoulders of road, mostly in the town of 
Washington. Washington is the county seat of Rappahannock County, 
Virginia, United States. The site of this town was surveyed by George 
Washington in July 1749. It was the first of what would be many 
American places to be named for the future first president. Today, the 
town is probably best known for The Inn at Little Washington, a five-star 
restaurant, inn, and member of the Relais & Châteaux group. Largely 
due to the Inn's influence, the town is also home to several art galleries, 
unique shops, bed and breakfasts, and restaurants.. SPECIAL 
PROGRAMS: Mayflower - 400th Anniversary Walk and Walking the 
USA A-Z.  Also, qualifies for Rappahannock County for the Virginia
