The Charley Pride Challenge consists of 16 events. 
There are two different challenge booklets, one that 
starts in the east (San Antonio for the directionally 
challenged), and one in the west (Phoenix, for those 
that have not heard the challenge song). Each event 
is about 150 miles apart, and by the time you 
complete both directions you will have traveled over 
2,000 miles. If you choose the East Challenge 
Booklet you get two events in San Antonio. If you 
choose the West Challenge Booklet you get two 
events in Phoenix.

In 
2020, Sherry and I traveled to Reno and enjoyed a live concert with 
Charley. He was 85 and his voice was just as mesmerizing as ever. It 
was a great loss to the country music community, and to us, when 
Charley passed on December 12, 2020. He will be in our hearts 
forever.
