Follow the JFK motorcade on its fateful trip to Dealy Plaza and the grassy
knoll. The 5K route includes the motorcade route, JFK memorial, the Police
Memorial, and the basement where Jack Ruby shot Lee Harvey Oswald.
Longer routes will follow Oswald’s escape route to the site where Officer
Tippett confronted Oswald and was shot by him, then continues to the Texas
Theater where Oswald was arrested. Questions still surround the Kennedy
assignation even after 60 years.
