In case of emergency: Dial 911 

Start/Finish point is in front of Union Station – 30 West Pershing Road, Kansas City, MO 64108. Paid 

Parking is available next to Union Station. There is also free parking available on the weekends at Crown 

Center and 3 hrs free parking with non-purchase validation. Crown Center Parking is located at 2450 

Grand Blvd. If you choose to park at Crown Center, you can follow the signs and use the Link covered 

walkway to get to Union Station. Restrooms are available inside Union Station. 

Directions from Interstate 29/35 Southbound: As you go South on I-29/35, Use the middle lane to 

continue on US-71 and follow signs for Interstate 70 E/U.S. 40 E/Saint Louis. Continue south on 71 

Highway. Take exit 195 for 22nd Street toward The Paseo. Right on 22nd St. Left on Grand Blvd. Right on 

Pershing Rd. Follow Signs for parking. If parking at Crown Center continue straight on Grand Blvd. 

Parking signs are available within the Crown Center Complex. 

Directions from Interstate 35 Northbound: From I-35 Northbound, Take exit 1C toward Southwest 

Blvd/W Pennway. RIGHT on W. Pennway. Turn left onto Southwest Blvd. Turn right onto Broadway Blvd. 

Turn left onto W Pershing Rd to Union Station. If parking at Crown Center, continue on W. Pershing Rd. 

RIGHT on Grand Blvd. Parking signs are available within the Crown Center Complex. 

Special Programs: Walking the USA A – Z (“K”); Walking Missouri Counties (Jackson County); Rockin' 

Around the Clock

1. Walk out the front doors of Union Station 

(Pershing Road/South Plaza Exit).  Turn left, 

then walk (right)diagonally across the 

parking lot to the corner of Main and 

Pershing. 

2. Cross Pershing with light. 

3. Continue walking on Main with WW I 

Memorial on your right. 

4. Take the first right turn, which takes you 

through the stone wall. If you come to 27th 

St light, you have gone too far.  

5. Turn right on the asphalt path. Keep left at 

the Y and continue uphill. 

6. At the parking lot curve left and continue up 

the hill. 

7. At the top of the hill, veer right. 

8. At the T turn right. 

9. Walk all the way up to the wall and enjoy 

the view of the city. Turn left and walk to 

light post. Turn left and walk past the 

Sphinx on your right.  

10. Walk down the steps and walk towards the 

ramp. Exit the ramp and walk along the 

parkway. (Entrance to the WW I Museum is 

on the left.) 

11. At the end of the long parkway, cross 

Kessler with care. 

12. Walk toward the MEMORIAL TO THE WAR 

WITH SPAIN,ET AL.  

13. Turn right and cross the parking lot to the 

path. Follow the path to THE PIONEER 

MOTHER.  Circle the PIONEER MOTHER and 

retrace your steps to the paved trail. 

14. Cross the parking lot and turn right. 



15. Cross 29th Street near Wyandotte St and 

follow it as it curves down past the Dog Park 

putting it on your left. 

16. At the end of the park, continue straight 

toward the bridge. (If open, there are 

restrooms at Just Off Broadway.  Please ask 

permission before using the restrooms). 

Walk under the bridge. 

17. Take the first sidewalk to your left. Zig zag 

to the top of the hill. 

18. Turn left on 31st and cross the bridge. 

19. Cross Broadway with the light. Turn right 

and cross 31st with the light. 

20. Turn left on 31st. 

21. Turn right at the first opportunity and walk 

toward the FIREMEN’S MEMORIAL. Walk 

toward the statue of the fireman at the 

back of the display.  

22. Continue around the monument and return 

to 31st St. Turn left. 

23. Walk to Wyandotte. Wyandotte will be the 

first left after you cross the bridge. 

24. Cross Wyandotte and turn left. 

25. Walk past the electric car chargers on your 

right. IMMEDIATELY after the last charger 

turn right into the parking lot. 

26. Cross the parking lot to the sidewalk at the 

side of the iron gate. 

27. Walk past the SPIRIT OF COMMERCE & THE 

SPIRIT OF INDUSTRY on your right. Follow 

the sidewalk; the sidewalk is not the circle. 

The circle has a stone wall around it. 

28.  Take a right to the circle; once inside the 

circle take a left; then take a quick left out 

of the circle.  Stay on the sidewalk, veering 

slightly to the right.  

29. You will pass CORNERSTONE & BELL OF ST 

MARY’S HOSPITAL. 

30. CHECKPOINT: What is the date listed on this 

memorial? 

31. Turn left on Main St (no sign). Cross 

Memorial Drive with the light. 

32. Continue on Main Street, returning to 

Pershing and Union Station/Start Point. 

Congratulations on finishing your 5K 

walk.  

 

WALK COMPLETION AND CREDIT 

 

Be sure to log back into the OSB system 

to “finish/complete” your online 

registration after doing the event. The

Around the Clock

1. Walk out the front doors of Union 

Station (Pershing Road/South Plaza 

Exit).  Turn left, then walk diagonally 

(right) across the parking lot to the 

corner of Main and Pershing. 

2. Cross Pershing with light. 

3. Continue walking on Main with WW I 

Memorial on your right. 

4. Take the first right turn, which takes 

you through the stone wall. If you come 

to the light at 27th St, you have gone 

too far. 

5. Turn right on the asphalt path. 

6. At the parking lot curve left and 

continue up the hill. 

7. At the top of the hill, veer right. 

8. At the T turn right. 

9. Walk all the way up to the wall and 

enjoy the view of the city. Turn left and 

walk to light post. Turn left and walk 

past the Sphinx on your right. 

10.  Walk down the steps and walk towards 

the ramp. Exit the ramp and walk along 

the parkway. (Entrance to the WW I 

Museum is on the left.) 

11. At the end of the long parkway, cross 

Kessler with care. 

12. Walk toward the MEMORIAL TO THE 

WAR WITH SPAIN,ET AL.  

13. Turn right and cross the parking lot to 

the path. Follow the path to THE 

PIONEER MOTHER.  Circle the PIONEER 

MOTHER and retrace your steps to the 

paved trail. 

14. Cross the parking lot and turn right. 



15. Cross the street (no sign) and continue 

on the path. Penn Valley Dog Park will 

be on your left. 

16. At the end of the park, continue straight 

toward the bridge. (If open there are 

restrooms at Just Off Broadway.  Please 

ask permission before using the 

restroom.)  Walk under the bridge. 

17. Take the first sidewalk to your left. Zig 

zag to the top of the hill. 

18. Turn left on 31st and cross the bridge. 

19. Cross Broadway with the light. Turn 

right and cross 31st with the light. 

20. Turn left on 31st. 

21. Turn right at the first opportunity and 

walk toward the FIREMEN’S 

MEMORIAL. Walk toward the statue of 

the fireman at the back of the display.  

22. Retrace your steps to 31st and turn 

right. 

23. Turn right on Penn. (No sidewalk). 

24. At the barricade, continue on the trail 

to THE SCOUT. Another nice view of the 

city.  

25. Retrace your steps to the T. Turn right. 

26. Cross Penn to the trail. Cross the road 

carefully and continue on the trail. 

27. Cross the grassy area and turn left on 

the sidewalk on 31st. Walk to 

Wyandotte. Wyandotte will be the first 

left after you cross the bridge. 

28. Cross Wyandotte and turn left. 

29. Walk past the electric car chargers on 

your right. At the next sidewalk, turn 

right.  

30.  Cross the parking lot to the sidewalk at 

the side of the iron gate. 

31. Walk past the SPIRIT OF COMMERCE & 

THE SPIRIT OF INDUSTRY on your right. 

Follow the sidewalk; the sidewalk is not 

the circle. The circle has a stone wall 

around it. 

32.  Take a right to the circle; take a left 

once inside the circle, then take a quick 

left out of the circle.  Stay on the 

sidewalk, veering slightly to the right. 

33.  You will pass CORNERSTONE & BELL OF 

ST MARY’S HOSPITAL on your right just 

before coming to Main St. 

34. CHECKPOINT: What is the date listed on 

this memorial? 

35. Turn right on Main St (no sign). Walk to 

the crosswalk. Cross Main with the 

light. 

36. Cross Grand with the light. Turn left on 

Grand. 

37. Cross Warwick carefully. Turn right on 

Warwick. 

38. Turn left on 28th Terr. (Sign behind 

Union Hill pillar). 

39. Veer to the right, crossing 29th and 

continue on Grand. 

40. At 31st turn left. 

41. Turn left on DeGroff. 

42. Turn left on 30th. 

43. Turn right on Grand. Cross 29th and 

continue walking on Grand. 

44. Veer left on 28th. 

45. Turn right on Warwick. 

46. Turn right into Union Hill Cemetery. 

47. Walk up the hill, Cedar Street. 

48. Half way up the hill take the second left, 

Maple Street. 

49. Turn right on Union. 

50. Turn right on Cedar. 

51. Exit the cemetery and turn right on 

Warwick. 

52. Turn right on Grand at the stop sign.  

53. Cross 27th St with the light. Turn left 

and cross Grand with the light. 

54. Turn right on Grand and walk to 

Pershing.  There will be a fountain on 

your left. 

55. Cross Pershing with the light.  

56. Turn right crossing Grand with the light. 

Continue walking on Pershing. 

57. Cross McGee with the light. 



58. Turn left on McGee (Sheraton on your 

right). 

59. Curve right on 22nd. 

60. Cross Gillham with the light. Turn right. 

61. Walk up the steps on the left. 

62. View SKYWALK MEMORIAL. 

63. Exit the park and retrace your steps to 

22nd. 

64. Turn left, cross Gillham, and continue 

on 22nd to McGee. 

65. Veer left to the crosswalk at the stop 

sign. Cross McGee carefully and 

continue walking on 22nd. 

66. Turn left on Grand to the crosswalk. 

Cross Grand with the light and turn left. 

67. Just beyond the bus stop shelter, turn 

right on the brick path. You will be 

walking in WASHINGTON SQUARE PARK 

with the statue of Washington on your 

left. 

68. At your first left past the flag pole, turn 

left. 

69. Walk through THE MISSOURI KOREAN 

WAR VETERAN’S MEMORIAL. 

70. Follow the path under the link to the 

corner of Main and Pershing. 

71. Return to start point.
