The walk is 5k and 10k (1A) and are 
almost entirely on pavement with very 
small hills. Strollers: Yes, Wheelchairs: 
Yes, Pets: Yes, Restroom: Yes, Pass 
Required: No. 

Restrooms available at the start/finish and 
at the 10k turnaround point.

Walk on the Olympic Discovery Trail 
(ODT) from Robin Hill Farm County Park 
to the West. Enjoy the beautiful farms and 
countryside as well as the views of the 
Olympic Mountains. There are numerous 
Geocaches in the Sequim area. 

Walks start and end at Robin Hill Farm 
County Park. Use the Pinnell Rd parking 
lot, 323 Pinnell Rd, Sequim, WA 
(48.0973245, -123.2145066) 

Walk Registration: 
Registration takes place online using the 

AVA Online Start Box, on 
http://my.ava.org. Follow the instructions 
provided to create a user account and sign 
the AVA waiver (one time). Instructions for 
payment are also included. Download the 
directions and print as needed. The POC 
does not provide event directions or 
accept alternate payment methods. 

Walk Completion and Walk Credit: 
Once you have physically completed the 
Walk, please login to your Online Start Box 
account click on the “My Start Box” tab, 
then the “Finish Table” tab, then click on 
“Go to Finish Table” button for the event 
you have completed. Use the displayed 
entry form to submit the date and distance 
of your Walk as well as select applicable 
AVA Special Programs to generate 
stamped “virtual” insert cards that you may 
choose to print out. 

Table of Contents: 
Use the following table to guide what 
portion of this document you may wish to 
print out. 
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Robin Hill Farm Park:  From Sequim, drive to US 101 and head West (in the 
direction of Port Angeles) to Kitchen-Dick Road and turn RIGHT. Continue to 
stop sign and turn LEFT onto Old Olympic Highway. In a short distance turn 
LEFT on Vautier Road (note sign to Robin Hill). Turn RIGHT on Pinnell Road 
and LEFT into parking area.  

 
Many bicyclers use the ODT, be wary of bikes. 

 
1. Walk to the end of parking 

area around the gate onto to 
the Olympic Discovery Trail 
(ODT) and continue RIGHT on 
the Trail heading West. 
Continue on the ODT, 
paralleling Pinnell Road on the 
RIGHT. Pass MP 13, leaving 
Robin Hill Farm Park.  

 
2. Continue on the ODT to where 

it crosses Pinnell Road; 
carefully cross the road. You 
will note on your RIGHT a 
beautiful bench in a small 
graveled area. This bench is 
dedicated to the memory of 
JoAnn C. McAllister, a 
Volkssport enthusiast and past 
President of the Olympic 
Peninsula Explorers Volkssport 
Club as well as past Vice 
President of the Evergreen 
State Volkssport Association. 
Stop and rest awhile and enjoy 
the beauty of this idyllic spot. 

 
3. Continue along the ODT and 

over the bridge over 
McDonnell Creek, following the 
paved trail. 

 
4. At the intersection of Abbott 

Road (no sign) cross over and 
continue along the paved trail 
on the right along the fence 
line. You will soon pass the 
intersection of Abbott Road 
and Barr Road. Where Abbott 
road dead-ends, there is a 
gate and a brown sign. 
(2.5km).  

 
5. 5 Km walkers, reverse course 

here and proceed back to the 
Robin Hill Farm parking lot and 
return to your vehicle. 

 
6. 10 Km walkers continue along 

the ODT heading West. Soon, 
the ODT curves around to the 
RIGHT and then back to the 
LEFT, heading West. 

 
7. Cross Spring Road (no sign) 

and turn right, following the 
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ODT. Continue to and carefully 
cross Heuhslein Road and 
continue LEFT on the ODT. 
You are paralleling the Old 
Olympic Highway.  

 
8. Continue along the ODT where 

it curves LEFT a bit and is 
separated from the Old 

Olympic Highway by a high 
berm. You will come to another 
memorial bench and (usually) 
a “Porta-Potty.”  

 
9. You have walked 5 Km; 

reverse course and return to 
the Parking area at Robin Hill 
Farm. Return to your vehicle.

 
Be sure to log back into the OSB system (my.ava.org) to “finish/complete” your 
online registration after doing the walk.  The OSB system does not deduct any 
walking fee from a walker’s Event Bank until they have submitted walk 
completion info including the date the event was walked, the distance walked, 
and the selection of applicable special programs that walker is participating in. 
(Nevertheless, a fee of $2 for a downloaded pdf is deducted from the user’s 
Event Bank when the pdf is downloaded. Later, any pdf fees are credited back 
to a walker’s Event Bank when he/she submits the walk completion info as a 
paying for credit walker.)  Note however that the $2 “coupon” for the 
downloaded PDF expires in 60 days. 
 
We hope you have enjoyed the natural beauty of our area, as well as the 
several working farms and dairies.
