Trinity Presbyterian Church will be 

on your right. 

From the West: NYS Thruway take Exit 26 to I-890 East, take Exit 4B, off the ramp bear to the left 

and follow sign to Scotia (Route 5). Continue into the village to the traffic light, left on Route 50 for 

approximately 1.5 miles. Bear left on Swaggertown Rd. and the Trinity Presbyterian Church will be 

on your left approximately 1 mile. 

Course Description: The walk goes through quiet neighborhood streets suitable for strollers and 

for walking dogs on a leash. The walk instructions include questions (but no checkpoints) 

regarding mailboxes along the route and the walk is named “Glenville Indian Hills Mailbox 

Madness”.
